I am writing to request a waiver, pursuant to section 8401 of the Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), of the following requirements as a result of ongoing challenges 
related to the novel Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19):

	Text Box 1: This waiver supports the advancement of student academic achievement by maintaining the integrity of Kentucky’s accountability system. By waiving school accountability for the 2020-2021 school year, Kentucky will avoid concerns and doubts about comparability of accountability determinations within and across years. 

Due to the lack of testing data collected during the 2019-2020 school year and the unprecedented challenges during the 2020-2021 school year, the good-faith implementation of the state's accountability system as designed is not possible. By waiving the accountability requirements until Kentucky can faithfully execute the expectations outlined in its state plan and state statutes, Kentucky is able to maintain a high quality accountability system that promotes equity and trust.

	Text Box 2: Chronic Absenteeism 2020-2021
As a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, Kentucky school districts did not collect attendance data in school year 2020-2021, per SB 177 (2020). Participation data was collected for all students and was defined as one in-person attendance instance or one instance of remote participation each day. Kentucky will use this definition of participation to determine chronic absenteeism for school year 2020-2021. Any student that does not participate at least once a day for 10% of their enrolled days will be identified as chronically absent and this data will be disaggregated by subgroups. This data will be posted on the KDE website and a link will be provided in the 2020-2021 school report card.

KDE does not collect data on student and teacher access to technology devices and high-speed internet, disaggregated by the subgroups.  Equity of access and opportunity has been the core of Kentucky Education Reform Act (KERA) and the Kentucky Education Technology System (KETS) since the early 1990s. 100% of our schools have been connected to the Internet for over two decades and KY K-12 was the very first state to not only connect them but equitably connect them. We will not be asking any district to turn in any Internet related data beyond what they already provide for our KY K-12 Digital Readiness Report.  We also know the number of computers available for KY K-12 students and staff.

The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) annually collects self-reported information regarding student access to visual and performing arts, health education, physical education, career studies, and world languages courses through the School Profile Report, a section of the Kentucky School Report Card. A variety of data points are collected including number of weekly instructional minutes by program area, percent of school budget allocated, and whether or not the program area receives equitable access to school facilities. The statewide datasets for 2020 can be found on the School Report Card Data Sets webpage, under the heading "Educational Opportunity / General Education Coursework."

Advanced coursework data is also reported under Educational Opportunity on the School Report Card. This data is pulled by KDE from Infinite Campus and data regarding what courses are offered, how many students participate, and how many students pass the associated exams are reported overall and by a series of demographic indicators. The state level data can be found on the Advanced Coursework section of the School Report Card and can also be downloaded from the School Report Card Data Sets webpage, under the heading "Educational Opportunity / Advanced Coursework." 

Kentucky collects and publishes various information and data concerning an educators' qualifications. This data is made readily available to the public at the state, district, and local levels through the Kentucky School Report Card. The educator qualification data includes an overview of the various qualifications (such as degrees held) by educators in the state, the average years of experience, the total number of inexperienced teachers (i.e., teachers with less than three years of teaching experience), the total number of certified educators (including those certified by the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards or holding emergency/provisional credentials), and a measure of teacher turnover. The state uses teacher turnover to show a year after year comparison of the current year's school year versus the prior year's school year to determine if a teacher has remained employed within the same school. This measure determines both the number and percentage of teachers from the prior school year that have not returned to teaching, whether that be due to a move within the school district, a move out of the school district, a move out of the Kentucky public education system, an administrative promotion, or retirement.

In addition, Kentucky promotes transparency by featuring data in School Report Card some of which goes beyond the School Report Card requirements.  Highlights include:  
School discipline data available at the school, district and state levels. 

Staff data including nurses will also be available.  

Digital Readiness  - provides a snapshot of technology infrastructures throughout Kentucky schools and districts. Information represents data gathered from schools and districts throughout Kentucky as of June 30th each year.

	Text Box 3: Kentucky will not count the 2019-2020 school year toward the number of years in which a school must meet the criteria in order to exit. Kentucky maintains a robust system of support for low performing schools or schools with consistently low performing subgroups. Schools who are identified as low performing will continue to receive the services they have received in prior years. Schools that are considered at risk of falling into TSI status in the future may voluntarily opt for early intervention from KDE. These supports and interventions include, but are not limited to, support by KDE’s Continuous Improvement Coaches who provide just-in-time professional learning related to instructional strategies and effective management systems, support from KDE's education recovery staff who provide teacher coaching, leadership development, and strategic planning support, and access to KDE's network of Hub Schools and professional learning services. Additionally, schools may request two-day review instructional audits designed to provide feedback and actionable next steps to improve instruction.
