Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 160.345(6) outlines the training
requirements and the timeline by which council members should be trained.
The number of hours and how quickly they are elected to council depends
on whetherthey are a new or experienced councilmember and if they were
elected during a general or special election. Per KRS 160.380(6), school-
based decision making council (SBDM) members are required to have a
state and criminal background check by the Department of Kentucky State
Policy and the Federal Bureau of Investigation and have a clear child abuse/
neglect (CA/N) check.
