4. Description of the challenge the State agency is seeking to solve, the goal of the
waiver to improve services under the Program, and the expected outcomes if the
waiver is granted.

Jefferson County Public Schools started school on Wednesday, August 9, 2023. Due
to major transportation issues schools closed on Thursday, August 10 and 11, 2023.
Due to continued issues the superintendent has announced that school will be
cancelled on Monday, August 14, 2023 and Tuesday, August 15, 2023; however, the
unanticipated school closure could last through Friday, August 18, 2023. Approval of
this waiver request will allow the school district to provide meals through the
Summer Food Service Program during the summer period.

The Kentucky Department of Education is requesting a waiver to allow Jefferson
County Public Schools to provide SFSP Monday, August 14, 2023 through Friday,
August 18, 2023, or until school resumes if earlier:
