ALTERNATE K-PREP OVERVIEW TRAINING (teacher participation required)
The 2012-13 Alternate K-PREP Overview Training and online quiz will be available on the afternoon of Monday, August 13. The training will consist of two sections, the Alternate K-PREP Overview sections 1 and 2. An online quiz will be provided following the completion of training section 2. Once the quiz has been completed confirm by printing and keeping the certificate showing completion in the Alternate Assessment and Accountability Folder (AAAF). The Administration Guide for the KAAP Overview is provided below along with a direct link to access the overview trainings.

Any teacher or administrator who had an account last year can use that same information to log-in. Your username will be your district e-mail address; your password was self- created. If you cannot remember your password, select the “Forgot Password” option on the left side of the screen.

Q:  If the link on the Overview Training part 2 does not link me to the quiz, what can I do?

A:  Make sure to complete the following steps when you access the Alternate Assessment Trainings:

1. When the training loads select the “View” option on the tool bar at the top of the screen.
1. Select the “Slide Show” option; this will allow you to see the training at full screen instead of providing notes and slides on the left hand side of the screen.
1. If you have speakers make sure that they are on; these trainings are narrated.
1. Before you take your quiz make sure that you have accessed the notes for each slide (I would print the PowerPoint, in the “print what” section select note pages). Some questions on the quiz will come from the notes.
1. Once you are viewing the training in slide show the links will then become live.
If you have completed these steps and still are unable to link to the quiz, contact your technology coordinator to discuss a possible district proxy.


NEW TEACHERS AND ADMINISTRATORS (new members only)
Any teacher who is administering the Alternate K-PREP for the first time will need to register for the online quiz site. This will also serve true for any administrator who will oversee or assist with Alternate K-PREP; this may include but is not limited to the District Assessment Coordinator (DAC) or Director of Special Education (DoSE). To register for the online training complete the following steps:

1. Complete the Alternate K-PREP training section 2; select the quiz option located on the last slide.
1. Select Register (on the left of the screen); provide the required information. 
1. Your username will be your school e-mail account; provide a password that is easy for you to remember.
1. Select “Register” at the bottom of page.
1. This information will also be used for the Student Registration Database (SRD) that will allow score input this spring.

ALTERNATE K-PREP REPEATS TWO TEST WINDOWS (repeat)
The original intent of the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) was to switch the 2012-13 Alternate K-PREP from two testing windows to three.
