Evidence of Instruction: Instructional Planning Tool, Lesson Plan or Lesson Summary (new information)
No Evidence of Instruction will be submitted in the AAAF this year. The Evidence of Instruction is identified as one of the following: Instructional Planning Tool, classroom lesson plans, or a summary of the lesson. The Instructional Planning Tool, developed in 2011 by the Division of Learning Services, will still be available as a wonderful resource for teachers to use in the classroom on a day- to- day basis. If the daily instruction was ever challenged, for example in a due process hearing or formal complaint, the instructional planning tool may be useful as evidence of instruction. 

Districts have the option to require the Instructional Planning Tool, or teacher lesson plans at the district level. KDE will not ask for these plans to be submitted as part of the AAAF.

Student Information Page (new information)
The Student Information Page includes new information identifying students who enroll late in the school year, or those who may be identified throughout the year. The Office of Assessment and Accountability asks districts to submit a Student Information Page in every AAAF to provide the appropriate student information requested. Last year districts had the option to include either the Student Information Page or the Accommodations page from the student’s Individualized Education Program; however this year we ask that only the Student Information Page be included as part of the AAAF. The revised document is provided as an attachment.




Work Sample Requirements (new information)
The work sample will be the evidence of student work in the AAAF. Every standard is required to have 1 work sample represented. The work sample in order to be considered complete must include the following information:

	
1. Student Name 
1. Date 
1. Grade 
1. Content Area 
1. Standard Represented 
1. Score (%) 

The information required on the work sample assists in identifying the link between instruction and the standard represented.
