MAKE-UP TESTING FOR WINDOW 1
The first Alternate K-PREP test window has officially ended; now comes the time for districts to identify any students who need a make-up test administered. Any student who does not complete a test during the first window and does not have an approved non-participation request at the end of the year will receive a 0 for the window missed. 

Schools/districts should consider a make-up test for the following reasons:

1. Newly placed- Student placed in Alternate Assessment after the first window has occurred (no work samples required for window 1, but still need to be tested);
1. Transfer- A new student enters your district (Contact Kevin O’Hair or the former district to determine if a test was administered before a make-up test is given since the student will be accountable to someone and should have a test score);
1. Absence- Student was absent due to illness and has medically improved since the first testing window; and
1. Other- Reason not mentioned above

To initiate a make-up test, the District Assessment Coordinator (DAC), Director of Special Education (DoSE), District Alternate Assessment Consultant or Building Level Coordinator (BAC) must make the request by completing and submitting the following information to Kevin O’Hair:

	Planned Date of Administration (Start to Finish);
	Reason for Make-Up Test; and
	Previous District Enrollment (if this applies)


ALTERNATE K-PREP NON-PARTICIPATION
Non-participation requests (medical or extraordinary circumstance) will not be filed until the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application opens in mid to late April. All requests will be filed in SDRR and will follow the same process for students participating in the general K-PREP. Begin collecting data now, and then when the state test rosters open for all students in April, the process may proceed.
	
Once the non-participation requests are filed in April, a response should be provided back to the district in a timely manner. If, for some reason the request is denied and you would like to make-up the assessment from the missed testing window, contact Kevin O’Hair to work out those details.

All students should remain on the roster in the Student Registration Database (SRD) even if they do not test and plans are to file a non-participation request this spring.

TRANSTION ATTAINMENT RECORD AVAILABLE FOR GRADE 14 STUDENTS (New Information Available for Grade 14 Students)
Many students who complete the grade 12 Alternate Assessment make the decision to return to school as a grade 14 student until they reach the age of 21. Grade 14 students focus on transitional programs to assist them in preparing for life after high school; assessments are no longer required by the state. 

The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) would like to share with districts that students listed as grade 14 may (optional) complete the Transition Attainment Record (TAR) for reading and mathematics if they have not met the required benchmarks set at grade 11:

		Reading: 19
		Mathematics: 16

There are some criteria that must be addressed before a grade 14 student is eligible to take the TAR. These criteria are as follows:
1. Student cannot have been assigned a graduation code at the end of the grade 12 assessment. 
1. Student must be registered by the district in the Student Registration Database; KDE will not pull grade 14 students, as they are not part of the state’s assessment system.
