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NEWLY PLACED ALTERNATE ASSESSMENT STUDENTS MARKED BLIND/VISUALLY IMPAIRED (VI) OR DEAF-BLIND ON IEP (DAC/DoSE Action Required)
In September of 2013, a message was sent to districts requesting information for any student(s) in the district identified as Deaf-Blind or Visually Impaired on an Individualized Education Program (IEP). Once again, the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) will provide tactically enhanced supplemental materials (e.g., maps, graphs) for the Alternate K-PREP Attainment Tasks for students who have visual impairments. KDE must verify that the student has VI or deaf-blind marked on his or her IEP. If a recently placed student in your district would qualify for these materials and was not submitted on your September list, please complete the following tasks:

1. Verify that VI or deaf-blind has been clearly marked in a current IEP and the student is identified as participating in Kentucky’s Alternate Assessment;
