ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW 2 EXTENSION
As the second Alternate K-PREP testing window quickly approaches, there have been many questions regarding the closing date for test administration. Due to the extended number of instructional days that many districts have missed because of inclement weather, the Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) has agreed to extend the testing window until Friday, June 6. June 6 will be the last day the test may be administered. The last day to enter scores in the Student Registration Database will be Friday, June 13. The test will still open April 14; however, districts are not required to begin testing on this date.

Please be aware that a district has the ability to require an earlier completion deadline than the date offered by the state. If your district asks that all tests be completed in advance, you must adhere to those guidelines.

ALTERNATE K-PREP ATTAINMENT TASKS MATERIALS SHIPPING FOR WINDOW 2 (March 31- April 4)
Districts will receive materials sometime during the week of March 31- April 4.  Any district who reported conflicting dates for the week of March 31 will receive materials the week of April 7. Upon receipt, District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) may disperse materials to the school Building Assessment Coordinator (BAC), who may then share them with teachers to make any needed adaptations for their students before testing begins. Any teacher planning to administer the tasks must have reviewed the combined Overview/Attainment Tasks training and completed the online quiz. DAC Level
One binder with a copy of each task for each grade level assessed in the Alternate Assessment Attainment Task (AT) may be used as a reference or for making additional copies. DACs should keep their copies after the first window is complete in case make up testing is required. All school materials will need to be destroyed; the completed score sheets will need to be provided in the student’s Alternate Assessment and Accountability Folder (AAAF).

School Level (only where Alternate Assessment students are enrolled)
One grade specific AT manila folder per school containing:
0. Directions for administering the task
0. One copy of each grade level task
0. Individual Room Assignment (serves as a seating chart for Alternate K-PREP assessments) 
0. Copies of the answer sheet so that student responses can be recorded and later entered into the Student Registration Database
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
