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ALTERNATE K-PREP CONTENT STATEMENTS
The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) has changed the name identifying the Kentucky Alternate Assessment’s content standards and will refer to them as statements instead of standards. The actual standard is the information from the Kentucky Core Academic Standards (KCAS); however, students participating in the alternate assessment will focus on Alternate K-PREP Content Statements aligned to KCAS. These format and naming updates will be made available on the Alternate K-PREP web page under Alternate K-PREP Content Statements. The same information for all content areas linked to KCAS will be required; it is just a name change; the content has not changed for reading, mathematics, writing and social studies.

ALTERNATE K-PREP SCIENCE STATEMENT UPDATE
As a new school year begins new statements (formerly standards; see paragraph above for details) have been selected for science for the 2014-15 school year. KDE is still working on finalizing all information regarding the new statements. In the next several weeks, a Special Alternate Assessment E-Mail to discuss the new statements and the process for the upcoming school year will be provided. In the meantime, direct all focus to instruction of the content areas that have not changed. KDE’s number 1 goal is to provide accurate information that is beneficial to all. The plan for science is still under development and will be shared as soon as it is complete.

COMBINED OVERVIEW/ATTAINMENT TASKS TRAINING TO OPEN
The combined Overview/AT training will release on Monday, August 18. The quiz will open later that afternoon. Additional information for the training will be made available in Alternate Assessment E-mails coming in the next 1-2 weeks.
