ALTERNATE K-PREP ATTAINMENT TASKS MATERIALS SHIPPING FOR WINDOW 2 (April 6-10)
Districts will receive materials sometime during the week of April 6-10. Any district who requested their materials be held the week of April 6 will receive materials the week of April 13. Upon receipt, District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) may disperse materials to the school Building Assessment Coordinator (BAC), who may then share them with teachers to make any needed adaptations for their students before testing begins. Any teacher planning to administer the tasks must have reviewed the combined Overview/Attainment Tasks training and completed the online quiz. DAC Level
One copy of each task for each grade level assessed in the Alternate Assessment Attainment Task (AT) may be used as a reference or for making additional copies. 

School Level (only where Alternate Assessment students are enrolled)
One grade specific AT manila folder per school containing:
0. Directions for administering the task
0. One copy of each grade level task
0. Individual Room Assignment (serves as a seating chart for Alternate K-PREP assessments) 
0. Copies of the answer sheet so that student responses can be recorded and later entered into the Student Registration Database


CONTENT AREAS AND STANDARD REQUIREMENTS TESTED DURING WINDOW 2 (repeat)
Listed in the table below are the required content areas and the standards represented for those content areas. As shared in previous Alternate Assessment E-mails science will be tested at grades 4, 7 and 11 this spring for participation only. All 6 standards will be represented with 2 questions per standard providing a total of 12 questions for the content area of science. To keep the format and score entry site consistent you will receive 3 tasks for science (D, E and F). All sections will have 4 total questions, representing 2 standards within each task.

MAKE-UP TESTING FOR WINDOW 1 (repeat)
The first Alternate K-PREP test window has officially ended; now comes the time for districts to identify any students who need a make-up test administered. Any student who does not complete a test during the first window and does not have an approved non-participation request at the end of the year will receive a 0 for the window missed. 

Schools/districts should consider a make-up test for the following reasons:

1. Newly placed- Student placed in Alternate Assessment after the first window has occurred (no work samples required for window 1, but still need to be tested);
1. Transfer- A new student enters your district (Contact Kevin O’Hair or the former district to determine if a test was administered before a make-up test is given since the student will be accountable to someone and should have a test score);
1. Absence- Student was absent due to illness and has medically improved since the first testing window; and
1. Other- Reason not mentioned above
To initiate a make-up test, the District Assessment Coordinator (DAC), Director of Special Education (DoSE), District Alternate Assessment Consultant or Building Level Coordinator (BAC) must make the request by completing and submitting the following information to Kevin O’Hair:

	Planned Date of Administration (Start to Finish);
	Reason for Make-Up Test; and
	Previous District Enrollment (if this applies)


ALTERNATE K-PREP NON-PARTICIPATION (repeat)
Non-participation requests (medical or extraordinary circumstance) will not be filed until the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application opens in mid to late April. All requests will be filed in SDRR and will follow the same process for students participating in the general K-PREP. Begin collecting data now, then when the state test rosters open for all students in April, the process may proceed.
	
Once the non-participation requests are filed in April, a response should be provided back to the district in a timely manner. If, for some reason the request is denied and you would like to make-up the assessment from the missed testing window, contact Kevin O’Hair to work out those details.

All students should remain on the roster in the Student Registration Database (SRD) even if they do not test and plans are to file a non-participation request this spring. If a student missed window 1 but is capable of testing window 2 then a make-up test would be needed for window 1. If a student tested window 1 but due to other reasons (medical or extraordinary circumstances) cannot test window 2 we would need to see that the non-participation was approved and then remove scores for window 1 by contacting KDE. This will not occur until mid to late April.

TRANSITION ATTAINMENT RECORD AVAILABLE AT GRADES 12 AND 14 (REPEAT)
Any grade 12 or 14 student who did not meet benchmark on the TAR in reading and/or mathematics at grade 11 has the opportunity to complete the TAR again at grades 12 and 14. This will meet the current equivalent to students who do not meet benchmark on the ACT and have the opportunity to take the COMPASS or KYOTE. Any teacher who plans to administer the TAR at grade 12 or 14 should first complete the online training/quiz. Information for the TAR Training was shared in the September 11 Alternate Assessment E-mail. 

The required benchmarks for the TAR at grade 11 are as follows:
	**English/Reading-19
	Mathematics-16

	SCIENCE NOT REQUIRED AT GRADES 12 or 14

	** Transition Attainment Record: Reading score represents both English and reading content areas.


Districts are encouraged to complete the TAR at grades 12 and 14, but must follow the same guidelines that apply for the grade 11 TAR administration. Score entry for the TAR is now available.

GRADE 12
When scores are ready to be submitted, districts will need to contact Kevin O’Hair at kevin.ohair@education.ky.gov or by phone at (502) 564-4394 to notify that the students’ grade 12 TAR account needs to be opened. This will only apply to those taking the TAR at grade 12. 

GRADE 14
There are some criteria that must be addressed before a grade 14 student is eligible to take the TAR. These criteria are as follows:
1. Student cannot have been assigned a graduation code at the end of the grade 12 assessment. 
1. Student must be registered by the district in the Student Registration Database; KDE will not pull grade 14 students as they are not part of the state’s assessment system.

Once the student has been registered in the Student Registration Database (SRD), the district should then contact Kevin O’Hair at kevin.ohair@education.ky.gov or by phone at (502) 564-4394 to have the account opened.
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
