The first Alternate K-PREP testing window officially ended this past Friday, December 11. All school level Attainment Tasks (including VI and science materials) should be returned to the DAC, BAC, DoSE or district level personnel who provided the tasks to you for assessment. Once the school level tasks are in the hands of the district level personnel in charge of the Attainment Tasks they should be destroyed. This should also include any copies of the tasks made and shared out to teachers. Binders should be kept, however all school level materials inside those binders will need to be destroyed.
