ALTERNATE K-PREP ATTAINMENT TASKS MATERIALS SHIPPING FOR WINDOW 1 (October 17-21)
Districts will receive materials sometime during the week of October 17-21. 

Upon receipt, District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) or appointed district level administrators should disperse materials to teachers to make any needed adaptations for their students before testing begins. (Please see a copy of the teacher’s Combined Overview/Attainment Tasks training certificate before releasing materials.) A list of materials expected to arrive in districts can be found below. DAC Level:
One binder with a copy of each task for each grade level assessed in the Alternate Assessment Attainment Task (AT) may be used as a reference or for making additional copies. DACs should keep their copies after the first window is complete in case make up testing is required. All school materials will need to be destroyed; the completed score sheets will need to be filed in the student’s Alternate Assessment and Accountability Folder (AAAF).

School Level: (only where Alternate Assessment students are enrolled)
One grade specific AT binder per school containing:
0. Directions for administering the task
0. One copy of each grade level task
0. Individual Room Assignment (serves as a seating chart for Alternate K-PREP assessments) 
Copy of the answer sheet, (additional copies should be made so student responses can be recorded and later entered into the Student Registration Database)

ALTERNATE K-PREP COMBINED OVERVIEW/ATTAINMENT TASKS (AT) TRAINING TO CLOSE OCTOBER 28
The 2016-17 Alternate K-PREP combined Overview /AT training and online quiz that opened on August 22 will close Friday, October 28 at midnight. This training is a requirement for anyone who plans to administer an Alternate K-PREP Attainment Task in November or April. No tasks should be administered until the training and quiz have been completed. FIRST ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW TO BEGIN (November 1)
The first Alternate K-PREP testing window to administer Attainment Tasks (AT) will begin November 1. This will be the first of two windows set to assess content standards for reading, mathematics, science, social studies and writing. No tasks may be administered before November 1. 

Instruction may continue into the testing window as long as the content provided is not derived from the actual Attainment Tasks being administered. Once the task administration begins, all instruction for that standard should cease until after the task administration has been completed. The first testing window will end December 9.
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
