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CHECK STUDENTS MARKED ALTERNATE ASSESSMENT IN INFINITE CAMPUS (IC)
The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) conducted an initial extract from IC on Wednesday, September 28 to identify students participating in Kentucky’s Alternate Assessment. Upon review, many schools that have alternate assessment students enrolled were not represented in the initial extraction.  It is critical that a review take place to reflect the students are identified correctly.

Schools/districts will need to verify in IC that the appropriate criteria has been marked before the final extraction occurs and the upload is completed in the Student Registration Database (SRD).  Please encourage school staff to review and correct any students who may not be marked correctly in IC. It is important that the following criteria has been completed before the pull occurs:

1. The Individualized Education Program (IEP) is current and not outdated.
1. The IEP is locked. It is important to lock the IEP when not conducting edits, if an IEP is not locked the student information will not upload.
1. Alternate Assessment is marked on the IEP along with the student’s dimension.


If these criteria are not met, a student does not upload to a school roster, the District Assessment Coordinator (DAC) or anyone with district level rights will be able to add students in the SRD when it opens for district access in mid-October. For any student who is identified after the pull is conducted, those students can also be added to the SRD by choosing the Student Registration tab in the system.

Please have all reviews conducted by Friday, October 7. This extraction will occur on Monday, October 10.
