KDE must verify that the student has VI or deaf-blind marked on their Individualized Education Program (IEP). 1. Verify in the IEP that VI or deaf-blind has been clearly marked in a current IEP and the student is identified as participating in Kentucky’s Alternate Assessment;

ONLINE TRAINING SYSTEM TO REVIEW TEACHER QUIZ STATUS 
DACs, Directors of Special Education and district level administrators (who oversee the district’s alternate assessment) have the ability to monitor teacher progress in completing the online Alternate K-PREP trainings. The Online Training System (OTS) is designed to house quizzes for test administrators to take and pass before they deliver components of the Alternate K-PREP. 

This year the OTS will offer two quizzes: one required for ALL teachers who plan to administer the Alternate K-PREP Attainment Tasks and the second for teachers of students in grades 8, 10 and 11 for the Transition Attainment Record (TAR). 

Many questions have been brought to my attention regarding the quiz site and how easily it can be confused with the SRD. The two sites offer different opportunities and are monitored by different contract administrators. An easier way to assist in remembering the function of each is:

1. the Online Training System houses quizzes; and

1. the Student Registration Database houses test scores. 

The following steps are provided to assist District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) or district level administrators to monitor the status of teacher completion of the Alternate Assessment Online quizzes. Please make sure you are registered in the Online Training System and have checked the box “I serve as DAC or DAC representative within my district”, then complete the following steps:

1. Access the Online Training Service quiz site: https://www.hdi.uky.edu/kapots/Default.aspx
1. Select Log-In
1. Provide your username and password (if you have an account but are logging in for the first time this year your username will be your district e-mail address and password will be abc123; update your account with a new password and select that you serve as a DAC or DAC representative in your district). 
1. Once logged in, locate DAC Tools on the left side of the page
1. Select Monitor Teachers Progress 
1. Review teachers who have completed the required quizzes under “Active Quizzes”; the word “completed” will appear in a green box next to the quiz name, for anyone who has completed the required quiz

Any teacher who is unsuccessful in completing a quiz after 3 attempts will be locked from the system. It is recommended that the teacher contact their DAC, DoSE or district level administrator to notify they need the site unlocked. If a teacher contacts me directly, I will copy the DAC on the e-mail letting them know the site is once again ready to be accessed.
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
