Q:
What version of the Administration Code and Inclusion regulations should be used for fall training in preparation for EXPLORE and PLAN testing?

A:
The Inclusion regulation has not completed the regulatory process for changes to be in place for fall testing.  The February 2009 version is still in effect.  There have been no changes to the Administration Code regulation (September 2009 version).  The 2009 versions should be used for training. Existing DACs will need to make updates if anything has changed with their address, e-mail, name change, telephone and updates to the BAC staff.  Building Assessment Coordinators (BACs) that have left the district will need to be deleted from PearsonAccess and new BACs added.
