QUESTION OF THE WEEK 

Q:
Are there any clarifications or reminders regarding the College/Career Readiness measures data review that opened on August 23?

A:
Yes. Based on questions received, the following clarifications and reminders regarding the data review are provided.

1. As emphasized in the PowerPoint training with voice over, schools must indicate that they have made a change in the measures for college ready or alternate assessment.  Indicate a change has been entered for any student by completing the “Student Change Flag” column. The following information was included in the training.

Student Change Flag column -- Changes to any student MUST be reflected here. This column must be completed for the data to be updated by OAA. Choices presented are:
· Added – New Student to be added.
· Updated – Made change to student record, such as score changes.
· Deleted – Student needs to be removed.

If schools upload a spreadsheet without completing the “Student Change Flag” column, the school will be asked to add the information before OAA processes the uploaded spreadsheet. 

2. Changes to career measures must be made directly into TEDS. Any changes to career data in the spreadsheet will not be applied.
3. Accountability for CCR is calculated based on the full academic year in 2011-12, using the first day of summative testing (the window in which On-demand Writing was administered).

4. The download instructions #4 refers to an Excel workbook with 5 spreadsheets, but there is ONLY 1 spreadsheet per school.

5. Do not upload the spreadsheet if no corrections are made or information added. OAA asks that the DAC send an e-mail to the kdeassessment@education.ky.gov general mailbox to alert that the school has no CCR changes.

6. June 30, 2012 was the final date to identify G-Codes and college/career measures for 2012 graduates. If college/career measures were completed after June 30, 2012, they will not be included in CCR reporting.

DATA REVIEW FOR COLLEGE AND CAREER READINESS (CCR) MEASURES FOR 2012 GRADUATES (repeat)
Schools and districts now have the opportunity to review student data for college and career readiness and submit corrections or additional information before public reporting. A spreadsheet has been generated for each high school that includes student scores on CCR measures for its 2012 graduates/completers. The spreadsheets reflect all the student information OAA holds currently in its reporting files. Schools and districts will need to submit any additional student scores they have or make score corrections. 

Attached is a PowerPoint with voice recording that provides information and instructions about the CCR data review. It is critical you review the training before beginning your data review. The directions for how to work in the spreadsheet and how return them to OAA are included in the training.  Be sure speakers are on and play the PowerPoint in slide show mode.  Also attached is information about the readiness measures and the scores necessary for successful completion of each. (See “College and Career Readiness Measure 2011-12” attachment.) 

New information and corrections for college readiness and alternate assessment students must be completed and submitted by uploading an updated spreadsheet by August 29 at 5:00 PM ET. The format of the spreadsheet must NOT be changed. Career readiness changes must be entered in TEDS by October 1, although OAA encourages completing this work earlier for the changes to be included in reports to schools and districts in late September.  

The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) strongly encourages District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) to begin this process as early in the data review window as possible, since changes must be processed and occasionally require follow up from the school or district level.

Because the data review timelines are short, OAA has added a brief data review window, September 27-October 3, connected to the embargoed release to schools and districts of the new school report card that includes all assessment and accountability results.

HOW TO ACCESS THE SPREADSHEETS

Spreadsheets are available for download now from the KDE secure application website. The local district WAAPOC establishes the password access to the secure applications site. Please contact your WAAPOC if you are not able to access the secure applications site.

Each district level ZIP file will contain school level Excel files for each school in your district with 2011-12 graduates (as indicated with G-codes in Infinite Campus). Each school level Excel file contains the data for that school.

Choose the Individual School Excel file names.

SD12_dddsss (Your District and School Number)_CCR_SchoolName.xls

Note: The spreadsheets contain all students who graduated from your school and have a G-Code entered in Infinite Campus. The spreadsheets do include students for which the school may not be accountable.  Accountability for the College/Career Readiness category in Next-Generation Learners is based on the 100 day/full academic year.  The high school data review for accountability, demographics and exemptions is currently underway in the Student Data Review and Reporting (SDRR) application. The only alternate assessment students included are those linked with a Transition Attainment Record (TAR) score across the last 3 years that had a G-code for 2011-12. P-8 districts will not have any data for CCR since it is based on high school graduates.

OAA has identified some missing data in the EOC vendor-provided file. ACT, Inc. is working to correct this issue. As schools review their EOC data, please check that all EOC test takers are included in the EOC student list for each test (i.e., Algebra II, English 10, Biology and U.S. History) within SDRR. If students are missing, please alert OAA at kdeassessment@education.ky.gov. Be sure to include the student’s name, SSID and EOC course(s) list from which the student is missing.

QUALITYCORE® INSTRUCTIONAL SYSTEM—Year 2
To prepare for the second year of End-of-Course (EOC) testing, there are many face-to-face trainings, professional development opportunities and valuable resources available. The QualityCore® Instructional System includes valuable features for teachers, instructional coaches, and school and district leaders. These are offered as resources to assist district and school staff in making decisions to enhance instruction. In order to make enhancements to instruction, the first step is training to access the system.

There will be three different types of supports for learning about the QualityCore® system: 

1) Implementation Training (free as part of the state contract) 

2) Professional Development (purchased from ACT) and
3) Online Resources (located on KDE and ACT websites) 
The Overview of the entire QualityCore® Implementation Training, Professional Development and Online Resources is attached. 
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OFF-GRADE EXPLORE/PLAN TESTING

Off-grade EXPLORE/PLAN tests cannot be administered prior to the state-required EXPLORE/PLAN administration. EXPLORE/PLAN test materials purchased outside of the state-required materials order may be used at the same time or after the state-required administration. The return shipment of testing materials must be separate. State-required materials must be returned using the provided return shipping materials. The off-grade materials must be returned using specified return shipping materials for those particular assessments.

FALL TRAINING WITH ADMINISTRATION CODE AND INCLUSION OF SPECIAL POPULATIONS (repeat)
The Inclusion of Special Populations regulation has not completed the regulatory process for changes to be in place for fall testing. The February 2009 version is still in effect. There have been no changes to the Administration Code regulation (September 2009 version). The 2009 versions should be used for training.
