1. how to identify students for the assessments 
1. how to register for the assessments
1. important dates and deadlines
1. a link to the KOSSA and Industry Certifications 2012-13 that provides a crosswalk of the career majors which may be assessed under the current systems.  It is important to use this crosswalk when determining what assessments students should take as this information is used for federal Perkins and state CCR reporting.
1. registration information for the 2013 testing cycle. Please read all the information and follow the directions carefully to ensure complete and accurate registration. Keep in mind that KOSSA is a part of the College and Career Readiness measure for state accountability and it is now required that the all individuals authorized to administer or view assessment materials must receive the Administration Code for Kentucky’s Educational Assessment Programs and Inclusion of Special Populations in the State-Required Assessment and Accountability Programs Training. Once an individual has completed the training, one must sign they have received training. The signature form must be kept on file by the District Assessment Coordinator.

TEST RESULTS: SYSTEM USES BOTH NORMATIVE AND CRITERION MODELS REVISED (repeat from Commissioner Holliday’s Fast Five on Friday, November 2) 
OAA has revised two cut points (Distinguished cut for Elementary is now 69.8 and Distinguished cut for Middle is now 64.9) on the document included in the Commissioner’s Fast Friday for November 2, 2012. To assist in understanding the new accountability model, Associate Commissioner Ken Draut and his staff have composed a one-page explanation showing that Kentucky’s new model is both normative and criterion-based. Please read the attached explanation with revised cut points and share it with others in your district. It will help to create a better understanding of how the system works.


EL DATA CLEANUP IN INFINITE CAMPUS FOR ACCESS FOR ELLS® PRE-ID LABELS (repeat)

KDE has worked with the Council on Postsecondary Education (CPE) to compare the state 2011-12 dropouts against the CPE GED Database to students who earned their adult GED and are currently listed as a dropout.  If a district had dropouts who earned their GED, the DAC will find a file on the KDE Secure Web Applications site (https://applications.education.ky.gov) under the student detail link named SD12_DDD_Dropouts_Earned_GED.xls, where DDD= district number.  (Districts without dropouts that matched the CPE GED Database will not have a file.) 

If you have a student on this list, go to the 2011-12 local Infinite Campus database and change the end status to W27, then complete the graduation tab. The date in the file labeled Passed Date will be the diploma date. These students will no longer be on the dropout list and will be on the transition list.
