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QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	Have all Individual Student Reports been updated in PearsonAccess?

A:	Individual Student Reports (ISRs) have been updated in PearsonAccess. DACs do NOT need to print these ISRs. KDE discovered that a limited number of students (1,143) had an incorrect performance level for On-Demand Writing printed on the students’ ISR. The bar chart portion of the ISR included the correct student raw score of zero, but the performance level should have been Novice for these students. See example below.
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The correct performance level appeared on the student listing for the school.

While all ISRs posted on PearsonAccess have a new date marking when the updated files were regenerated, only students with misprinted ISRs have a corrected On-Demand Writing performance level.

Districts impacted will receive a separate e-mail notice from Maranda Perkins later today or tomorrow morning. New printed ISRs for impacted students will begin shipping today from Pearson and will arrive in impacted districts by Wednesday of this week. The corrected ISRs should replace those received earlier for specific students.

ALTERNATE K-PREP TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES FOR DECEMBER 
The Overview training for the Alternate K-PREP which opened on August 13 will close next Monday, December 3. Anyone who has not completed the first training will need to do so by the deadline. Reopening the training after it closes will require DACs to contact KDE.

The Attainment Tasks training for the Alternate K-PREP will open next Monday afternoon, December 3. This training is a requirement for anyone who plans to administer an Alternate K-PREP Attainment Task in January or April. No tasks should be administered until the training has been complete.

NONACADEMIC REPORT ISSUE—BLANK REPORTS
Some districts have reported that Nonacademic Reports from Infinite Campus (IC) are blank.  IC has discovered that some calendars did not sync with the state edition so the reports would not run for some districts.  IC is working to resolve the issue. Districts with blank reports should enter a ticket so that IC can work to correct those calendars first.

2013 ADJUSTED COHORT LISTS AND RATES TRAINING AT INFINITE CAMPUS (IC) KENTUCKY INTERCHANGE (updated)
Consultants from the Division of Assessment Design and Implementation will be presenting a session at the IC Kentucky Interchange to discuss 2013 Adjusted Cohort Student lists and preliminary rates.  A preview of this process was shared with Directors of Pupil Personnel (DPPs) at the conference in September.  It is recommended that District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) attending the conference attend one of the two available sessions at the IC Interchange on December 3.  The sessions will be an overview of the preliminary cohort student lists and rates that will be provided to districts in December.
