[bookmark: _Toc296428445]JROTC INCLUDED IN COLLEGE/CAREER READINESS ACCOUNTABILITY MODEL (shared with CTE Coordinators and Principals on Friday, January 4)
Students that successfully complete the sequence of courses within an approved JROTC program will receive a Certificate of Training and are recommended for promotion within a branch of the military.  The Kentucky Office of Career and Technical Education (OCTE) recognizes the military as a viable career pathway. The military career pathway is recognized within the Government and Public Safety Career Cluster. Thus, JROTC will be included in the college and career readiness accountability model.

In order for schools to receive credit for JROTC students, students participating in this career pathway will need to be recorded in the Technical Education Database System (TEDS). To correctly enter students in TEDS please refer to the attached document. CTE Coordinators will need to work with the JROTC instructors in collecting the necessary data.




PRINTING MULTIPLE QUALITYCORE® SCORE REPORTS
The following instructions will outline how multiple student score reports may be printed from the Vantage system. Please note, your “User Level” must be “School User” or higher to access this function. This is the first phase of implementation of the multi-print functionality.  Enhancements to this system are in development.

2013 NAEP SELECTED SCHOOL DISTRICTS (Please share this message with selected 2013 NAEP School Principals and BACs in your district)
This message is for 2013 NAEP selected sample district schools ONLY.  Superintendents and DACs that were previously notified have been made aware if schools in their district were selected for 2013 NAEP participation. 

As many know, NAEP does not provide student, school or district level data results. (These level results are confidential and cannot be retrieved). In fact, student labels are removed after the administration of the NAEP assessment. Kentucky just receives a state level result.

Keep in mind the following when filling out the NAEP Student with Disabilities (SD) Worksheets (it will be included in a NAEP packet) when it arrives in January 2013.
1. NAEP does not allow a read aloud accommodation on the NAEP reading test. 
1. Read aloud accommodations are allowed on other NAEP content areas, but not for reading. 
1. Selected students with disabilities/IEPs do take the NAEP reading test,)”without the read aloud” accommodation and should not be excluded.

Only Exception:
Students that take an alternate assessment may be excluded from NAEP.

Section 1. Assessments. (4) Required participation in the National Assessment of Educational Progress. If a school is selected by the U.S. Department of Education or its designated contractors to participate in the state National Assessment of Educational Progress in reading, mathematics, and science, the school shall participate fully.

NAEP Field Staff will provide further detailed information/next steps during the Pre- Assessment Visit (PAV) and will successfully prepare your school for the 2013 NAEP assessment. NAEP Field Staff will contact/call you later to schedule a PAV date. 


ALTERNATE K-PREP ATTAINMENT TASKS MATERIALS SENT TO DISTRICTS (JANUARY 14-18)
Districts will receive materials sometime during the week of January 14-18; upon receipt District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) may disperse materials to the school Building Assessment Coordinator (BAC) who may then share them with teachers. A listing of materials expected to arrive in districts can be found below. For additional questions regarding materials please contact Tina Buster or Trina Johnson at (859) 257-7672.

DAC Level:
One binder with a copy of each task for each grade level assessed in the Alternate Assessment Attainment Task (AT) may be used as a reference or for making additional copies. DACs should keep their copies after the first window is complete in case make up testing is required. All school materials will need to be destroyed; the completed score sheets will need to be provided in the student’s Alternate Assessment and Accountability Folder (AAAF).

School Level: (only where Alternate Assessment students are enrolled)
One grade specific AT binder per school containing:
0. Directions for administering the task
0. One copy of each grade level task
0. Individual Room Assignment (serves as a seating chart for Alternate K-PREP assessments) 
0. Copies of the answer sheet so that student responses can be recorded and later entered into the Student Registration Database


ATTAINMENT TASKS TRAINING/QUIZ TO CLOSE 
The online training/quiz for the Attainment Tasks is set to close the morning of January 22. No Attainment Tasks should be administered by anyone who has not completed the online training. If you have a teacher(s) who have not completed the training please contact Kevin O’Hair at kevin.ohair@education.ky.gov about re-opening the training site.


ACT ENROLLMENT CONFIRMATION (repeat)
January 7 – 11, 2013 is the window for ACT to receive an online enrollment confirmation completed by Test Supervisor to confirm grade 11 enrollment. ACT Test Supervisors (TS) will receive an e-mail on January 7 with the enrollment number ACT has on file from the September establishment submission. If the number has changed, the TS will be directed to click a link provided in the e-mail that connects to the website, allowing the TS to change the enrollment number and submit to ACT. The TS will submit only if there is a change the enrollment (all juniors testing, including accommodations). For questions, please contact ACT directly at 800/553-6244 x-2800.

Regulation 703 KAR 5:240 states, the assigned grade level shall determine the state tests to administer. Therefore, grade 11 students in Infinite Campus may take the ACT March Administration. This is a change from previous years. The TS should plan to test only grade 11 students and respond to the online enrollment confirmation accordingly. 


PEARSONACCESS ENROLLMENT WINDOW (repeat)
In preparation for the spring 2013 K-PREP testing (grades 3-8 and high school writing), the PearsonAccess enrollment window will open January 15. PearsonAccess is available for districts and schools to:
1. View student enrollment counts for K-PREP (grades 3-8, 10 and 11)
1. Order accommodated testing materials (Braille, large-print and audio)
1. Update district and school profiles (addresses, Building Assessment Coordinators)
1. Choose an option to have district test materials delivered.  When choosing a delivery option, please refer to your district calendar so as not to choose a date that will interfere with spring break.


ACT STATE-ALLOWED ACCOMMODATIONS APPLICATION PROCESS CHANGED (repeat)
The process to receive State-Allowed Accommodations has changed. The Test Accommodations Coordinator (TAC) no longer completes an application for State-Allowed Accommodations. Instead, the TAC requests the total quantity and test type needed for the school at www.act.org/aap/state/saorder.html. There is no approval process by ACT. ACT will send the quantity requested. After testing, the TAC will return a roster of students who tested with State-Allowed Accommodations to ACT. 

Students who do not meet the eligibility requirements for ACT-Approved (or whose application for ACT-Approved Accommodations is denied) may test using State-Allowed Accommodations. State-Allowed Accommodations online orders may be submitted now through February 13.

As a reminder, students testing with State-Allowed Accommodations do not receive College Reportable scores and are not counted toward the College and Career Readiness Rate.
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
