A:	Please make sure students are being monitored carefully and are answering in the correct space of the SRB during K-PREP testing. Should this situation occur despite careful monitoring, refer to page 83, Question 6 in the DAC/BAC manual for instructions on what to do. 


QUALITYCORE® END-OF-COURSE INFORMATION
ACT asked KDE to share the following information for EOC testing.

Interrupted Online Tests - If you had students who started their exam online and the exam was paused or stopped due to technical issues, please resume and finish testing using the computer based testing environment. Students who experienced issues with online testing should NOT retest using Paper/Pencil materials. 

Supplemental Orders - If you do not receive enough materials to cover the Paper/Pencil testing needed, please contact ACT Customer Services at (866)764-7228 to order additional materials. If ACT is unable to get materials to districts in a timely fashion, please contact Jennifer Stafford or Rhonda Sims for options.

Schedule a UPS pickup - To schedule a UPS materials pick up, please visit http://www.act.org/stateservices/kentucky/ups-pickup.html. Fill out the spreadsheet per the instructions provided in the document. Please e-mail the document to qualitycorecustomerservice@act.org  no later than 10:30 a.m. CT/11:30a.m. ET, in order to ensure materials can be picked up the next day. We encourage you to schedule a pick up several days in advance if possible. 

Return of Unused Preprinted Test Booklets – Preprinted test booklets not utilized for EOC testing are to be returned in the boxes. Please follow packing instructions on page 20 of the Contract Test Supervisor’s Manual.

Single group header per test roster - To ensure Paper/Pencil materials are scored as quickly as possible, please make sure you are returning only one group header per test roster. Test rosters may be set up in the Vantage system by subject, subject/teacher or subject/teacher/period. Other detailed return instructions can be found on page 20 of the Contract Test Supervisor’s Manual. 

Estimated arrival for Paper and Pencil materials- If you have not already received Paper/Pencil materials to replace the Computer Based Testing units in sub-orders, please anticipate delivery to the district office today (May 13).

SECOND ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW TO END 
The second Alternate Assessment testing window to administer Attainment Tasks will end Friday, May 24. This is the second of two windows set to assess content standards for reading, mathematics, science, social studies and writing. No tasks may be administered after May 24 without approval by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE). 


ALTERNATE K-PREP STUDENT REGISTRATION DATABASE (SRD) 
Score entry for test window 2 will officially end on May 31. Teachers who had access to enter scores during window 1 will continue to have access for score entry during window 2. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will have the same level of access that was provided during window 1.

All access to the SRD will close on May 31. Due to timelines for early fall reporting, KDE will not be able to provide extensions past the May 31 deadline.

CLARIFICATIONS FOR 2013 K-PREP TESTING (repeat)
On-Demand Writing—For On-Demand Writing at grades 5, 6, 8, 10 and 11, test administrators should emphasize to students prior to the onset of testing, that when turning the page to begin Writing Part B, start the essay on the left side of the folded 11x17 paper. Should a student start on the right side leaving blank pages in the on-demand writing space, scorers are trained to begin scoring on the second page. Students or proctors can add a note to the first page (blank) indicating that the answer begins on page 2.

Grade 5 Test Booklets—A small error has been noted in Forms 5 and 9 of the K-PREP Grade 5 Test Booklets. In Social Studies Part C, the directions say to enter your responses in the Student Response Booklet, Part B. Most students will have already completed Part B before hearing the direction. Teachers/proctors may correct this statement. Students will answer in the Student Response Booklet, Part C.

Testing Accommodations Noted—For students with Individualized Education Plans (IEPs) and Program Services Plans (PSPs), any accommodations USED during testing should be marked in the Student Data Review and Reporting (SDRR) application. No 504 Plan accommodations are entered in SDRR.

PROGRAM REVIEW SUBMISSION DEADLINE REMINDER (repeat)
District-approved Program Review scores must be submitted into ASSIST by June 1. These scores will be publicly reported this fall and will be used in the calculation which sets goals for the 2013-14 school year. The Office of Next-Generation Learners is now monitoring the ASSIST system. As of May 1, 478 schools have not entered scores.

District staff assigned to work with Program Reviews should follow up with schools to ensure that their work is done in a timeframe that allows district staff to approve and enter the scores before the deadline. Please be aware that in order for schools to submit Program Reviews, they must first click the “Start a New Diagnostic” button to create a new file for the 2012-13 school year.

Attached is the list of schools that, as of May 1, have not started to submit Program Review scores into ASSIST. The list includes alternative program (non-A1) schools since some districts have chosen to have these schools complete the Program Reviews.

KINDERGARTEN ACCESS FOR ELLS® SCORE REPORTS (repeat)

This will not impact any exit criteria decisions for the district since Kindergarten students cannot exit until after taking first grade ACCESS for ELLs.
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
