QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	ACT® and OAA have received questions about packing EOC paper answer documents. How should they be organized for return?

A:	To ensure materials are scored and processed as quickly as possible after they are received at ACT, please be sure to package your materials per the directions that begin on page 19 of the Contract Test Supervisor’s Manual (http://www.act.org/stateservices/kentucky/manuals.html). Answer documents must be placed behind a single Group Header with the corresponding Roster ID. On the preprinted answer document, the Roster ID is found in the barcode label area (see attached Image A). The Roster ID must match Block D on the Group Header (see Image B). 

If blank answer documents (not preprinted) were used, you will need to locate the Roster ID. You can find the Roster ID number on the Roster Reports (Image C) that were delivered with your testing materials. K-PREP ROSTER DEADLINES (DAC ACTION REQUIRED)
Schools and districts are now working on spring test rosters in the Student Data Review and Reporting (SDRR) application. SDRR closes for submission of new tickets on June 12 at 5:00 ET. The final resolution of pending tickets will end on June 19 at 5:00 ET.

Since pending tickets occasionally require schools to submit a new ticket to correct student information or accountability status, OAA strongly encourages SDRR users to complete their work before the deadline for new tickets. DACs should review all tickets marked as Pending and Denied in SDRR before June 12.

If any data issues remain unresolved at the close of SDRR in June, changes must be requested during data review in late summer. Please contact dacinfo@education.ky.gov for assistance.

STUDENT ANSWERS IN WRONG AREA OF STUDENT RESPONSE BOOKLET (repeat)  
Several calls and e-mails have been received from districts about students responding in the wrong place in the Student Response Booklet (SRB). Please make sure students are being monitored carefully and are answering in the correct space of the SRB during K-PREP testing. Should this situation occur despite careful monitoring, refer to page 83, Question 6 in the DAC/BAC manual for instructions on what to do. 


QUALITYCORE® END-OF-COURSE INFORMATION (repeat)  
ACT asked KDE to share the following information for EOC testing.

Interrupted Online Tests - If you had students who started their exam online and the exam was paused or stopped due to technical issues, please resume and finish testing using the computer based testing environment. Students who experienced issues with online testing should NOT retest using Paper/Pencil materials. 

Supplemental Orders - If you do not receive enough materials to cover the Paper/Pencil testing needed, please contact ACT Customer Services at (866) 764-7228 to order additional materials. If ACT is unable to get materials to districts in a timely fashion, please contact Jennifer Stafford or Rhonda Sims for options.

Schedule a UPS pickup - To schedule a UPS materials pick up, please visit http://www.act.org/stateservices/kentucky/ups-pickup.html. Fill out the spreadsheet per the instructions provided in the document. Please e-mail the document to qualitycorecustomerservice@act.org  no later than 10:30 a.m. CT/11:30a.m. ET, in order to ensure materials can be picked up the next day. We encourage you to schedule a pick up several days in advance if possible. 

Return of Unused Preprinted Test Booklets – Preprinted test booklets not utilized for EOC testing are to be returned in the boxes. Please follow packing instructions on page 20 of the Contract Test Supervisor’s Manual.

Single group header per test roster - To ensure Paper/Pencil materials are scored as quickly as possible, please make sure you are returning only one group header per test roster. Test rosters may be set up in the Vantage system by subject, subject/teacher or subject/teacher/period. Other detailed return instructions can be found on page 20 of the Contract Test Supervisor’s Manual. 

Estimated arrival for Paper and Pencil materials- If you have not already received Paper/Pencil materials to replace the Computer Based Testing units in sub-orders, please anticipate delivery to the district office today (May 13).

SECOND ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW TO END (repeat)
The second Alternate Assessment testing window to administer Attainment Tasks will end Friday, May 24. This is the second of two windows set to assess content standards for reading, mathematics, science, social studies and writing. No tasks may be administered after May 24 without approval by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE). 


ALTERNATE K-PREP STUDENT REGISTRATION DATABASE (SRD) (repeat)
Score entry for test window 2 will officially end on May 31. Teachers who had access to enter scores during window 1 will continue to have access for score entry during window 2. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will have the same level of access that was provided during window 1.

All access to the SRD will close on May 31. Due to timelines for early fall reporting, KDE will not be able to provide extensions past the May 31 deadline.
