QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	What assurances can ACT provide to Kentucky educators that the QualityCore® online system has the capacity necessary for Kentucky’s online testing?

A:	Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) representatives are working with ACT on the future of the QualityCore® end-of-course assessments. KDE feels confident that the online system is able to handle the capacity of online testing during the fall and early spring. KDE has asked ACT to provide an online test of the QualityCore® online system in late fall. The purpose of this assessment is to provide Kentucky educators assurance the online system will work with a large number of students in the system at once. ACT must prove the system has been fixed; if it cannot, the state will likely look for a different testing vendor for the 2014-15 school year. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will be contacted as more details are developed.
