END-OF-COURSE (EOC) SURVEY QUESTIONS (DAC ACTION REQUIRED) UPDATE
A personalized e-mail was sent to each DAC the week of June 3. The e-mail asked for responses to several specific questions regarding your district’s EOC testing experience. Follow up phone calls have been made to districts with outstanding responses. A few districts still have not returned their responses. Please check your phone messages and e-mails for reminders about this process. Your input is important, as the information will be helpful to OAA as we work with ACT to resolve testing issues experienced during the spring. 


VERIFICATION OF SCHOOL LIST FOR SCHOOL REPORT CARD (SRC) (DAC ASSISTANCE REQUESTED) (repeat from Special DAC E-Mail)
On June 11, Commissioner Holliday’s Monday Superintendent E-Mail asked districts to verify all schools, programs or centers from the 2012-13 school year. This verification allows the 2013 School Report Card reporting process to begin with an accurate school list. 

The original deadline for this task was June 21. Most districts have completed verification. Additionally, approximately 10 districts have requested school changes that are being processed. 

The Office of Assessment and Accountability is asking DACs, in districts that have not completed the verification, to help facilitate the verification with your Superintendent. 

Beginning the week of July 8, KDE will establish the 2013 School Report Cards for schools and districts for upcoming data review and collection. KDE must receive verification of the school list or change request by July 5 in order to update this information. If incorrect information is loaded into the SRC system, it will need to be corrected before public reporting. The up-front verification will save DACs and School Report Card Contacts additional work later. DACs, thank you for helping with this task.

District Verification Needed for Fall 2013 Reporting (Attachment) – Note: June 21 deadline
Several offices in the Kentucky Department of Education have started work on the School Report Card (SRC) for release in fall 2013. The SRC will display available data and information for A1 schools, alternative programs and career and technical education centers. A proactive and critical first step for 2013 is to verify all schools, programs or centers from the 2012-13 school year that will have a SRC published on the KDE website.
 
Superintendents or their designees are asked to verify information for their district. Attached is an alphabetical list of schools, alternative programs and career and technical education centers, organized by districts. (See SRIM SCHLIST FOR SRCv3.xlsx.)

1. If all schools, alternative programs and career and technical centers in your district are listed correctly, please e-mail kdedatarequest@education.ky.gov that verification is complete and no changes are needed.
1. If your district list needs revisions (i.e., missing or incorrect information), click the link to the school change request form http://education.ky.gov/districts/data/Pages/School-Change-Requests.aspx. Filling out the form ensures that the school information is revised or appropriate additions are made.
1. Please complete your verification by Friday, June 21.

Thank you for taking time to verify your district information. It is integral to a successful 2012-13 School Report Card.

CHANGE TO SCHOOL SERVICE AREA (RECONFIGURATION) REQUESTS (repeat)
The Office of Assessment and Accountability asks that District Assessment Coordinators submit information on schools with service area changes for the 2013-14 school year by June 30. Change to school service area (reconfiguration) requests need to be made if:
1. the grade range in a school changes,
1. a new school is opened,
1. a school is closed, 
1. a school boundary changes, or 
1. a shift in student population of more than 40% occurs (regulation changed stability from 80% to 60%)*.
1. 
* 703 KAR 5:240, Accountability administrative procedures and guidelines, provides the stable population definition as follows: “A school shall be considered to have a stable population, if as a result of a change in service area boundaries or local board of education policies affecting student population served by a school, the population of the school remains at sixty (60) percent or higher of its original students from the previous year in the accountability grades.” 

It is important to understand the impact of reconfiguration is different under the new Unbridled Learning accountability system than it was in No Child Left Behind (NCLB) days. Under the new system, KDE will hold all reconfigured schools accountable each year; there is no delay or waiver in accountability when reconfiguration occurs. Two steps are followed:  (1) the new system uses one year’s data to place the school on the Overall Score and Percentile scale; therefore, a reconfigured school stays in the accountability system with its scores from the current year, and (2) KDE will re-compute a school’s AMO goals using the student scores from the schools affected by the reconfiguration; therefore, reconfigured schools will have annual AMO goals to meet. Due to the changes in the accountability system, reconfigured schools are held accountable. 

For any school that falls into one of the five categories bulleted above, complete the attached spreadsheet and e-mail to Tina Logan at tina.logan@education.ky.gov by June 30. If a school is closed or a new school is opened, the numbers lost or gained from other schools in the district that are affected by this change should be entered into the spreadsheet.
