ACT SCORES AVAILABLE IN INFINITE CAMPUS (IC) (DAC ACTION REQUIRED)
The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) loads ACT Junior and National scores each year but only publishes scores out to districts upon request. Scores will be available to districts beginning July 14, 2014.

A survey monkey link has been created to collect requests for KDE to load ACT scores into IC. KDE has scores available from National testing (ACT national test dates), State testing (March testing for juniors), or both. Please use the link below to request the National scores, Junior scores, or both scores. This link is being sent to DACs for response. 2014 ACCESS FOR ELLS® DATA REVIEW (DAC Action Required)
ACCESS test results have been received by the KDE from the winter 2014 testing of English Learner students. These results are used to calculate the counts for “Progress” and “Attainment” in the federal Title III Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAO) report. Districts had the opportunity earlier to review this data with MetriTech (test vendor). As part of a final check of this data, the results are now available in an electronic form for your review one last time through spreadsheets and the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application. KDE anticipates that this review will be fairly quick for most districts. In some cases, to help focus the review, KDE has noted a few students that seem problematic.

The deadline for uploading the workbook or sending an e-mail is July 28.

· DETAILS- A listing of all of your LEP ACCESS tested and expected to be tested students.
· ANNOTATION- A listing of the few questionable tested students and an area for comments.
· FILE LAYOUT- Explanation of the file structure/organization.

Review the first four tabs in the workbook, paying careful attention to any annotations that KDE has made. As you review the data, any discrepancies, changes or comments/explanations need to be made in the workbook itself and through SDRR with non-participations.

The Student Data Review and Rosters application is open for ACCESS/Alternate ACCESS data review Fields for review and/or change include Student Name, SSID, Date of Birth, Gender, Race/Ethnicity, Non-participation, IEP, EL/LEP and Accommodations. The fields of Grade and Tested School cannot be changed by schools or districts. Should changes be needed, e-mail kdeassessment@education.ky.gov. The SDRR manual for the data review process and new videos are available on the KDE website SDRR page at this link: http://education.ky.gov/AA/distsupp/Pages/Student-Data-Review-and-Reporting.aspx.

This data review provides districts and schools the opportunity to cleanup data from ACCESS/Alternate ACCESS before the data are included in AMAO reporting in fall 2014. The ACCESS/Alternate ACCESS data review in SDRR is scheduled to close on July 28 at 5:00 p.m. ET.


SDRR ADJUSTED COHORT GRADUATION RATE STUDENT LISTING—2014 FOUR-YEAR AND 2013 FIVE-YEAR (Updates Provided)
Cohort listings for 2014 four-year and 2013 five-year will continue to be available for viewing through the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application until July 31. At this time, the data displayed in SDRR is just for viewing purposes only, so the ability to submit change requests is not available. Currently data that is incorrect must be corrected in the local district IC. The ability to submit change requests in SDRR will be available after the end of the school year, which is July 31.

The data for cohort in SDRR is updated weekly. Always check the “Date Last Updated” below the Cohort header to verify if changes made in Infinite Campus should be reflected in the current report. The update occurs on Monday or Tuesday of each week, depending on weekend backups from district to state reporting warehouse.
