QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	Does KDE have more details to share about the Focus School spreadsheet available in Open House?


A:	Focus School details for all schools are now available in Open House under Supplemental Data, Accountability (http://openhouse.education.ky.gov/Data). Each district received their individual focus details in the summary spreadsheet at the time of the data release. The list, now available through Open House, provides a full list of schools. The file is provided to show the focus schools based on 2013-14 identification. Some focus schools originally identified were able to come out because they didn’t have any groups identified this year and they met the 2 year AMO requirement. The schools that came out were replaced with new schools and the file shows the reasons for focus identification. See below for explanation of columns N-U on the summary spreadsheet.
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Column N- Type of Focus: Third Standard Deviation or Bottom 10% 

Column O- Two Year AMO-Focus Third Standard Deviation:
1. Current- school missed the AMO goal this year
1. Prior- school missed AMO goal prior year and can’t exit (didn’t meet the AMO goal for 2 years to exit)
1. Both- school missed AMO goal prior year and this year
1. Blank- school met 'the' AMO goal for both years but in focus because of the Third Standard Deviation in one of the subject areas (reading, mathematics, science, social studies, writing or language mechanics) 'or' for the non-duplicated gap group (disability, Limited English Proficient, free/reduced lunch, African American or Hispanic)

FIRST ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW TO BEGIN 
The first Alternate K-PREP testing window to administer Attainment Tasks (AT) will begin November 3. This will be the first of two windows set to assess content standards for reading, mathematics, social studies and writing. No tasks may be administered before November 3. 

Instruction may continue into the testing window as long as the content provided is not derived from the actual Attainment Tasks being administered. Once the task administration begins, all instruction for that standard should cease until after the task administration has been completed. The first testing window will end December 12.


ALTERNATE K-PREP INDIVIDUAL ROOM ASSIGNMENT 
All Kentucky state-required assessments that are administered are required to include a seating chart for students testing in a particular setting. Students completing the Alternate K-PREP are also required to have a seating arrangement on file. Since the Alternate K-PREP is conducted in a one-to-one setting, teachers will be asked to complete an Individual Room Assignment.

Any teacher administering the Alternate K-PREP Attainment Tasks should be provided a copy of the Individual Room Assignment (or seating chart) to fill out while tests are being administered.  Once testing has been completed the Individual Room Assignment should be returned to the BAC or DAC and stored at the school or district level. A copy of the Individual Room Assignment is provided below as an attachment.




ACCESS FOR ELLS PRE-ID LABELS
OAA will be pulling English Language Learner (EL) data from IC state edition on October 31 for the ACCESS for ELLs® pre-id label file to send to MetriTech on November 6.


ACT SCORES IN INFINITE CAMPUS SURVEY
DACs will receive a survey today through Survey Monkey from the Office of Knowledge, Information and Data Services (KIDS) to collect if the district wishes to have ACT scores pushed out to district/schools within Infinite Campus (IC) for the 2014-15 school year. Districts may choose state, national or both scores to be loaded into IC. 

In addition to the state administered (junior) scores for Spring 2015, ACT, Inc. will now provide KDE with national administered test scores five times each school year. ACT will provide files to KDE in January, February, April, June, and August. Typically, KDE can load these files to IC and push out to districts within 30 days of receipt. KDE is providing this service at no cost to the district.

By completing this survey, districts can choose whether to receive only national scores, only state-administered (junior) scores, or both.

REVISED DATA REVIEW DATA RELEASE (repeat)
OAA staff are working to finalize the change requests submitted during the data review period. The data reflecting approved changes will be available in the School Report Card in November/December. Information on specific dates, times and how to access will be shared once the process has been finalized.


STATE PLACED STUDENT INDICATOR (update)
A new Kentucky Educational Collaborative for State Agency Children (KECSAC) tab has been released in IC for the 2014-15 school year. Any students being served by the local school district who have been placed by a state agency and are receiving KECSAC funds should have data entered on the KECSAC tab in the school in which the services are given beginning with the current school year. The KECSAC tab is new for the 2014-15 school year. Completing the data on the KECSAC tab will be used to determine accountability for these students and will be provided to KECSAC for data analysis and public reporting. ADJUSTED COHORT GRADUATION TRAINING- INTERCHANGE DECEMBER 8 (repeat)

DROPOUT GUIDELINES – NOW AVAILABLE (update)
NOTE: When running the Dropout report and producing a list for the 2012-13 school year, go back and make certain the report is set to the Active Year (2014-15). Even though the Dropout report shows 2014-15 under Active Year, it is pulling data from the 2013-14 school year. For districts, the verification of dropouts and dropout data window is October 1-November 1.

The 2014-15 Dropout Guidelines (2013-14 school year) is now available for download from the KDE web page: http://education.ky.gov/AA/Reports/Pages/DropoutData.aspx. Detailed instructions for running the report and reviewing the dropout data can be found in Appendix A of the guidelines. The Dropout Report is under the KY State Reporting list in the local district edition of Infinite Campus. There is one issue with the report that does not affect the data as long as the calendar is left defaulted to active year 2014-15 (see picture below). Infinite Campus is aware of the issue and at this time we are not sure, when they will resolve this. In the meantime, leave the Active Year set to 2014-15 on the screen and the report pulls data correctly from the 2013-14 school year. Make sure the file that you export contains only 2013-14 dropouts.
