KOSSA: CRITICAL ACTION REQUIRED BY JANUARY 15
January 15 is a critical deadline for KOSSA registration.  Only those students marked Preparatory in TEDS by January 15 will be eligible to test.  Confirm that all students are marked correctly by running the KOSSA Test Ticket Report in TEDS.

A KOSSA Coordinator must be identified by January 15.  This individual will have access to the online testing system for the school and will receive communication regarding student test tickets, administration procedures, and reporting.  KOSSA Coordinators may be the DAC, BAC, Principal, Counselor, CTE Coordinator or another individual who has been designated to coordinate testing responsibilities at the building level.  Please complete the following survey to identify a KOSSA Coordinator and school testing window.  https://www.surveymonkey.com/s/kossa 

There will be no paper/pencil version of the KOSSA in 2015.  Accommodations for readers, large print, and extended time can be met through the online system.

Infinite Campus (IC) is the authoritative source for accommodations.  OCTE is making an attempt to capture all accommodations needs through IC so that schools will no longer need to submit requests. We are currently testing the system to complete the accommodations data pull from IC.  Make sure that the IEP information in Infinite Campus documents all accommodations required for students.  In the event the test is not successful, you will be notified with the alternate plan for capturing accommodations information.  If a Braille version is required, please contact Pamela Moore at (502) 564-4286.

PEARSONACCESS ENROLLMENT WINDOW
In preparation for the spring 2015 K-PREP testing (grades 3-8 and high school writing), the PearsonAccess enrollment window will open January 13. PearsonAccess will be available for districts and schools to:
1. View student enrollment counts for K-PREP (grades 3-8, 10 and 11)
1. Order accommodated testing materials (Braille, large-print, audio and text reader)
1. Update district and school profiles (addresses, Building Assessment Coordinators)
1. Choose an option to have district test materials delivered.  When choosing a delivery option, please refer to your district calendar so as not to choose a date that will interfere with spring break.
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PEARSONACCESS REPORTS
Also in preparation for the spring 2015 K-PREP, the PearsonAccess application was updated this past weekend. When accessing PearsonAccess to view 2012-2014 Test Results, all those logging on to PearsonAccess will need to change the “test administration” year before accessing their information.  Below are instructions to accomplish this task:
 
DAC role:
After logging on to PearsonAccess, click Organization → View Organization → click the “District name” (i.e., Jefferson Co., Adair Co., Allen Co.) → click Test Administrations → click KY Spring 2015 Administration
 
BAC role:
After logging on to PearsonAccess click Organization → View Organization → click the “School name” (i.e., Jefferson Elementary, Burlington Middle School, Cedar High School) → click Test Administrations → click KY Spring 2015 Administration
 
At this time the KY Spring 2015 Administration will be available January 13.

ALTERNATE ACCESS TEST ADMINSTRATORS AND TRAINING QUIZ SCORES (repeat)
District Assessment Coordinators may now download lists from the KDE secure web applications site; these lists contain ACCESS for ELLs® and Alternate ACCESS for ELLs® test administrators’ names as well as their ACCESS training quiz scores. REMINDER: Please share this information with BACs and teachers as spring testing approaches.

Administration Code
Reference the current calculator policy and make preparations prior to testing sessions.  Be mindful of when calculators are not allowed—K-PREP Math Part C (non-calculator portion). 

Inclusion of Special Populations
Calculator accommodation:  Calculators are allowed for ALL subjects and parts of the state-required assessment including the non-calculator portion for students with this accommodation on their current IEP/504.  An adequate number of calculators should be available for all students.

Students selected for the National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) must follow NAEP testing accommodation guidelines which will not allow for all accommodations.
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
