ANNUAL SENIOR TRANSITION SURVEY (repeat)
Responsibility for transition (all graduating students and not just CTE students) data transferred from the Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) to the Office of Career and Technical Education (OCTE) at the beginning of the 2014-15 school year and will continue to reside in OCTE in the 2015-16 school year. For 2014-15, communications around requirements have gone through district Kentucky Student Information System (KSIS) contacts; however, since the data is required for the School Report Card, this communication is going through DACs for verification. A survey has been created and OCTE is asking that all districts complete this survey. The purpose of the survey is to verify data that has been entered into Infinite Campus (IC) before publishing in the School Report Card and to verify the most appropriate contact within the district for future communications. The survey can be found by clicking here. Please complete this survey by April 20. For 2015-16, we are asking that schools continue to give graduating students the senior transition survey to be completed. OCTE is in the process of working with other organizations to determine the feasibility of collecting this information in a different way, but no concrete decisions have been made at this point.

SECOND ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW TO BEGIN (April 20) (repeat)
The second Alternate K-PREP testing window to administer Attainment Tasks (AT) will begin Monday, April 20. This test window assesses content standards for reading, mathematics, science, social studies and writing. No tasks for window 2 may be administered before April 20. 

Instruction may continue into the testing window as long as the content provided is not derived from the actual Attainment Tasks being administered. Once the task administration begins, all instruction for that standard should cease until after the task administration has been completed. The second testing window will end May 29.

Any make-up tests for Window 1, not yet administered, may continue into Window 2. For questions about administering the second Alternate K-PREP window or a make-up for the first window, please contact Kevin O’Hair at kevin.ohair@education.ky.gov.

Score entry in the SRD for test Window 2 will officially open on April 20. Teachers who had access to enter scores during Window 1 will continue to have access for score entry during Window 2. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will have the same level of access that was provided during the earlier window.


TESTING REMINDER/TIP OF THE WEEK

Inclusion of Special Populations
A reader shall on the K-PREP read the questions as well as the following:
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The “reader” shall:

read the directions, prompts, situations, and passages as written;
not use or provide additional information or directions that may lead the
student to specific information needed to answer the question;

o re-read the directions, prompts, situations, and passages only if
specifically requested by the student;

not point out parts of the task, questions or parts skipped by the student;
and

o read individual words or abbreviations that are mispronounced by text or
screen readers, if specifically requested by the student.
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
