QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	Spring Rosters open on April 28 in the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application. How will we handle accountability for End-of-Course (EOC) for graduating/completing students who did not have all four EOC exams?

A:	All graduating seniors without an approved non-participation or Alternate Assessment must take the state required EOC exams (English II, Algebra II, Biology, and U.S. History). Accountability for seniors that received credit in a different school than is currently testing, may apply for a non-participation from their school’s accountability roster.
	
New non-participation selections, such as EGI - EOC Graduate Issue, are available in SDRR specifically for EOC graduating students. The attached EOC FAQ should cover most situations, including earned credit from out-of-state or previous school did not test. When completing a non-participation, please include details pertinent to the situation, so that the request may be handled efficiently.

	EGI - EOC Graduate Issue allows schools to request changes to accountability rosters for students who missed taking the EOC exam at the end of the course. If the student missed the exam and was enrolled at your school, then accountability remains at the school. 



EGI – EOC Graduate Issue allows staff to request non-participation to the school’s accountability rosters for students who missed taking the EOC exam at the end of the course. If the student missed the exam and was enrolled at the same school, then accountability remains at the school.

To see only grade 12 students in an EOC roster, use the filter menu in SDRR. Details are provided on page 13 of the SDRR Roster Manual.


All students who received credit in an EOC subject from a Kentucky Public School should be tested.


STUDENT DATA REVIEW AND ROSTERS APPLICATION (SDRR) (updated)
SDRR will open Tuesday, April 28, at 12:00 p.m. (noon) EDT, for schools and districts to begin work with spring testing rosters. 

Last year, DACs and BACs did a tremendous job “getting the rosters right” which led to more accurate reporting in the fall! The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) looks forward to the same effort this year. “Getting the rosters right” is critical for BACs and DACs. As trained in February, students left on rosters, after data review, without  an approved non-participation or test score, will be included in reporting as a zero (0) score. Clean rosters in the spring lead to easier data review and cleanup in late summer and accurate data for public release. 

The rosters communicate to OAA, information for students enrolled in grades 3 through 12 including test accommodations, non-participation and accountability changes. Remember, accountability for all testing is determined from the first day of the five-day summative test window. 

Data in SDRR are organized by specific test: K-PREP Pearson 3-8, 10 and 11; K-PREP End-of-Course (Algebra II, Biology, English II and U.S. History); Alternate K-PREP 3-12; College/Career Readiness (grade 12); and The ACT. SDRR will close in early June; an exact date will be shared in a future DAC communication. 

Note: ACT Explore/ACT Plan is NOT available with the opening of SDRR. Look for updated information in future DAC communications.

Some new features for SDRR have become available since the February training:

New this year in spring rosters:
1. To reduce the level of effort for DACs and BACs and increase accuracy of data, the anticipated accountability coding of students has been reflected in SDRR based on the test windows selected and enrollment in IC. Each student on the roster should be double-checked for accurate accountability placement.
1. The ACT has been added. An ACT test roster has been included for staff to review juniors who tested or should have tested and are included in accountability.
1. An additional EOC non-participation has been included. “EOC Graduate Issue” has been added to the list of non-participations. Graduate Issue would be used if, for example, a student received credit prior to the implementation of EOC exams (2011-12) or if a student was not tested appropriately in one district and is now in another. Please see Question of the Week above for more detail.
1. Students can now be added to multiple rosters at once. In the past, students had to be added to each roster individually.

A number of supports are available for roster work:
1. The SDRR roster manual may be found here once the rosters open on April 28. This link is to the home page for SDRR. If anything changes with SDRR during the roster period, it will be highlighted in DAC e-mails and captured on the home page for SDRR. This is a good site to review occasionally during spring testing.

KDE strives to publish assessment data in IC as it becomes available. In this spirit, Compass scores from 8/1/2014 through 2/27/2015 and KYOTE scores from 7/1/2014 through 3/2/2015 have been loaded into IC. These scores should also become available in CIITS in the next couple of weeks.

The addition of these scores will affect the results of the benchmark report. Please re-run the benchmark report to reflect the new scores.

Upcoming: ACT National scores (up to and including February 2015 test dates) should appear in IC and CIITS in the next few weeks.

KYOTE WRITING TESTING ENDS MAY 1
​Kentucky DACs, BACs and KYOTE scorers,

As the school year is ending, there are a few important pieces of information to be distributed to all of those who work with the KYOTE Writing Exam. 

1) The final date to administer a KYOTE Writing test is May 1. The test will not be available again for access until mid-June.

2) All schools who administer the KYOTE Writing Exam must have active certified KYOTE Writing Scorers. This will give scorers the opportunity to finish scoring exams that are already in the system before leaving for the summer break. 

3) In order to get all exams scored in a timely manner, it is absolutely necessary to remember to keep the size of Exam Classes small (under 15). This enables scorers to complete scoring along with their own end-of-year workloads. 

3) If you have colleagues who would like to complete the KYOTE English scorer training, that will still be available. 

Thanks to everyone for the hard work you’ve done so far! We have several new scorers in the pipeline, which is exciting news for the spring 2015 semester.

1. Ensure that each district receives this important kickoff message about the 2014-15 School Report Card (SRC); and 
1. Describe the SRC tasks available for the SRCC to facilitate to schools and districts now for the 2014-15 SRC. 

Communication with the Appropriate Person
DACs, please check that your district SRCC received this e-mail. Each district should have designated a School Report Card Contact. DACs or SRCCs, please notify Teresa King with the name of any new SRCC at teresa.king@education.ky.gov. Teresa maintains the DAC and SRCC distribution list for the Office of Assessment and Accountability.

Open to the Public
The 2014-15 School Report Card is now open to the public. Data is limited to what’s on the profile page. This was the first data set validated by schools/districts and was done through the new DASCR validation tool. Communication regarding the validation was included in Dr. Holliday’s e-mail messages to superintendents. 

The profile page is open for all schools and districts regardless of validation. The validation window has passed, but those that have not yet validated may continue to validate and update as necessary. (See the attached file for a list of schools and districts that are non-verified and verified.) 
 


Data changes will be refreshed in the SRC at least weekly. More information on the school change request process is available here.
