QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	When do changes to school service areas (reconfiguration requests) need to be made?
	
A:	The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) asks that District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) submit information on schools with service area changes for the 2015-16 school year by June 30. Changes to school service area (reconfiguration) requests need to be made if:

· the grade range in a school changes,
· a new school is opened,
· a school is closed,
· a school boundary changes, or
· a shift in student population of more than 40% occurs (regulation changed stability from 80% to 60%).*

*703 KAR 5:240--Accountability administrative procedures and guidelines, provides the stable population definition as follows: “A school shall be considered to have a stable population, if as a result of a change in service area boundaries or local board of education policies affecting student population served by a school, the population of the school remains at sixty percent or higher of its original students from the previous year in the accountability grades.”

Note: Accountability grades now include K-2 due to the inclusion of Program Reviews. Therefore, submit counts including all grades in each school between K-12.

For any school that falls into one of the five categories bulleted above, complete the spreadsheet (found here) and e-mail it to Tina Logan by June 30. If a school is closed or a new school is opened, the numbers lost or gained from other schools in the district that are affected by this change should be entered into the spreadsheet. RELEASE OF FREE/REDUCED-PRICE LUNCH ELIGIBILITY DATA 
The Division of School and Community Nutrition recently provided the following information regarding the release of free/reduced-price eligibility data:

“As the state nutrition authority and the state education authority, the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) has been provided the opportunity to provide guidance to you and your school districts on the sharing of free and reduced-price lunch eligibility data by other than the family of the eligible student. To ensure that students receive benefits, school district staff will be required, and are allowed by federal and state law, to disclose eligibility data on students as needed to school district staff upon receipt of a signed nondisclosure statement. It is ultimately the responsibility of the Superintendent to determine roles within the District that are eligible to receive this information.”
