QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	When will 2015 K-PREP student test data be available in PearsonAccess?

A:	During the first week of August, KDE will make available individual student data electronically via PearsonAccess. This release provides the initial results to support work with individual students in the upcoming school year and meets reporting expectations in Kentucky legislation. Later this week, OAA anticipates sending a Special DAC E-Mail with a precise date and time for the opening of PearsonAccess. 

Getting Ready
To access the student data, DACs must have an established account in PearsonAccess. Returning DACs will continue to use their existing accounts. New DACs that have provided OAA their contact information should have received an automatic welcome e-mail from kyhelp@Support.pearson.com to establish their accounts. DACs with problems entering PearsonAccess must contact Pearson at the e-mail above or by phone at (888) 437-1430. Pearson staff is available Monday–Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. ET.
If DACs wish to have school level staff access and download individual student data, DACs may set within PearsonAccess who (i.e., BACs or Principals) may use the system. BACs or principals that have left the district will need to be deleted from PearsonAccess and new BACs added. Returning DACs will need to make updates, if anything has changed with address, e-mail, name, telephone number, to their own accounts or BAC staff. 
Data Available
Spring 2015 K-PREP individual student results include: 
1. grades 3-8 Reading, Mathematics; 
1. grades 5 and 8 Social Studies; 
1. grades 5, 6, 8, and 10-11 On-Demand Writing; 
1. grades 3-8 and 9-12 Alternate Assessment Attainment Tasks; and
1. Stanford 10 national percentiles for Reading and Mathematics (grades 3-8), Science (grades 4, 7), Social Studies (grades 5, 8) and Language Mechanics (grades 4, 6).

Note: Growth data will be provided in PearsonAccess at a later date.

ONLY students TESTED by the school and district will be in the files. Scores for students participating in the alternate assessment will also be included. The data will not indicate whether a student is accountable to the school or district based on 100 days of enrollment. Pearson files are based on tested students with a Student Response Booklet (SRB) returned for scoring. The files do not include students with a medical or extraordinary non-participation, or those with a zero score due to not completing the test. EOC results were available after testing in the Vantage System. EOC cut points for Novice, Apprentice, Proficient and Distinguished (NAPD) remain the same. 
On-Demand Writing Scale Scores to be Reported
Students that took the On-Demand Writing exam in spring 2015 will receive scale scores this fall. Up to now, raw score performance has been reported for K-PREP On-Demand Writing. In an effort to enhance score comparability across years, Kentucky established a scale score reporting system this year for On-Demand Writing similar to the scale score systems which have been in place for K-PREP reading, mathematics, science and social studies. The On-Demand Writing scale will range from 100-300.

On-Demand Writing has been reported using raw scores up to now due to the short test length (2 student writing responses). Raw scores can be misleading when used to report results of tests that have some items that are the same and some items that vary across forms. The method of supporting year-to-year score comparability has depended on an assumption of test form comparability in addition to providing standardized administration and scoring conditions for each K-PREP administration. To improve tests and maintain test security, different K-PREP forms are administered each year. When raw scores from different test forms are converted to a common scale, the scale scores can be compared. For example, the process is similar to converting distances measured in meters or furlongs into the common scale of feet. In this example, the number of feet would be the scale score used to report distance.

Data Sharing
Individual student data is provided for school and district use. The data are confidential and must be used in a manner consistent with the district’s confidentiality rules and the FERPA expectation that students’ privacy is protected. Districts and schools should handle the data provided in early August like all other student level information used in the school and district during the school year.  

KDE does not provide state data or school/district summary data with the August release. OAA cautions that self-generated summary reports from data files with only tested students will not match the 100-day accountability data and will not be accurate. Also, data will likely change during the data review period. Should your district generate summaries of your results, KDE strongly encourages you to place a local embargo on this self-generated data similar to the embargo KDE uses. KDE embargoed data are limited to school and district leadership including BACs. Embargoed data must not be discussed in public meetings or with media outlets. 

Accountability Reporting 
Accountability reporting is generated by OAA. The August release does not reflect accountability. A data review process using SDRR will be available mid- to late August. The data review allows schools and districts to double-check individual student accountability and demographics before public reporting.

ACCESS FOR ELLs® DATA REVIEW (repeat)
ACCESS test results have been received by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) from the winter 2015 testing of English Learner students. These results are used to calculate the counts for “Progress” and “Attainment” in the federal Title III Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAO) report. Districts had the opportunity earlier to review this data with MetriTech (test vendor). As part of a final check of this data, results are now available in an electronic form for review one last time through spreadsheets and the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application. KDE anticipates that this review will be fairly quick for most districts. The ACCESS Data Review window is July 27- August 7.

Go to the KDE secure application site (http://apps.kde.state.ky.us/login/).

Use the attached DOWNLOAD instructions to download the appropriate file.

WHAT TO DO WITH THE DATA
There are four tabs in the workbook:
1. INTRO- Describes the workbook content and expectations.
1. SUMMARY- One page of counts for your district and state totals.
1. DETAILS- A listing of all of your LEP ACCESS tested and expected to be tested students.
1. FILE LAYOUT- Explanation of the file structure/organization.

Review the tabs in the workbook but no changes can be made in the workbook. As you review the data, any changes need to done in SDRR.

END OF COURSE (EOC) TESTING (repeat)
ACT, Inc. is ending its contract with Vantage at the end of August. Due to this change, during August 3-28, only computer-based testing (CBT) will be available. No testing (CBT, nor paper/pencil) will be available during the month of September as the transition to the new platform is being made. ACT, Inc. has acquired Pacific Metrics. More information about the new system will be provided through trainings and manuals as preparations are made for the scheduled October start-up.

2014-15 GRADUATES--END STATUS FOR COHORT AND CCR--SUMMER GRADUATES (repeat)
Please review Infinite Campus to ensure that 2014-15 summer graduates have the correct end status and diploma type entered. The deadline for entering this information is July 31. Meeting this deadline will ensure that summer graduates with regular high school diplomas (earned by July 31) are counted positively toward the adjusted cohort graduation rate as well as correct reporting of College and Career Readiness (CCR).

If the student graduates after July 31 and prior to the first day of the next school year, an enrollment must be created in the following school year (2015-16). If an enrollment is created, attendance funds will not be awarded as long as the student is not scheduled. Therefore, do not schedule the student for the 2015-16 enrollment if the student graduated between August 1 and day prior to start of the next school year. Do not forget to complete the graduation tab for this 2015-16 enrollment. A No Show start status cannot be used to indicate a graduate with an end status of G01-G04.

PROGRAM REVIEW AUDIT PROCESS REGIONAL TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES (repeat)
During the 2015-16 school year, KDE will be conducting 24 Program Review Audits around the state. There will be six audits in each of the following areas: Writing, Arts & Humanities, K-3, and PL/CS. The audits will begin mid-September and will be conducted throughout the year. (Global Competency/World Language will not be audited this year.)

In order to assist districts in understanding the purpose of the Program Review and the Audit procedure, the Kentucky Department of Education, Division of Program Standards, will be offering Program Review Audit Training for districts in September. There will be five trainings around the state. Space is limited at the Pennyrile and EKU locations, so be sure to register early:

ALTERNATE K-PREP ALIGNED TO KCAS FOR SCIENCE STANDARDS EXPANDED (repeat from Alternate Assessment e-mail)
During the 2015 spring assessment the Alternate K-PREP Aligned to the Kentucky Core Academic Standards (KCAS) for Science were assessed for the first time. This first assessment was conducted on a smaller scale focusing on all six standards; consisting of two questions tied to each standard. 

New items are continuously being written for upcoming assessments. After an intense review of the standards as they were distributed this past year, the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) met in June to conduct a three day review of the standards for ways to make them broader with less focus on one particular area. The committee consisted of general education science teachers, teachers of science for the Alternate K-PREP, district consultants, and science experts from KDE. The intent of the review was to take the standards selected last summer by teachers across the state and make minimal expansions to assist in item development for the state assessment as well as the ability to branch out with instructional activities. The proposed changes to the standards are provided in the following attachment:



ALTERNATE K-PREP SCIENCE ASSESSMENTS FOR FALL 2015 AND SPRING 2016 (repeat from Alternate Assessment e-mail)
So teachers can focus on understanding the content, science for the Alternate K-PREP will not be part of the school/district’s accountability for 2015-16.  There will be science assessments represented in both the fall and spring testing windows. Teachers will see a smaller scaled assessment that will focus on participation only at grades 4, 7 and 11.
