ADMINISTRATION CODE
Neither teachers nor students shall use electronic devices for personal use during a testing session, except in the case of an emergency. All personal electronic devices should be silenced or off during test administration. Personal electronic devices that meet the acceptable use criteria are allowable for test administration. Cellphone storage tip: place phones in individual zip closure plastic bags, fold top down, place a sticky label with the student’s name on the fold to adhere the top portion to the bag. Phones can stay on the desk making it easier for teachers to monitor.
