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STUDENT DATA REVIEW & ROSTERS (SDRR) REMINDERS
Below are a few reminders regarding SDRR for districts:
· District Testing Windows (DAC Action Required)
Please complete the entry of test window dates by April 13. A two-page 2016 Spring Testing Windows Instructions is available on the SDRR page.
· ACT Rosters (accountability change requests, non-participation, add and annotate/delete students, and accommodations)
· EOC Non-Participation Requests (not for accountability at this time)
· Cohort Data (review only)

It is crucial that DACs enter their testing windows and make updates as changes are applied. This information is used along with Infinite Campus (IC) calendars and enrollment data to determine and pre-load student accountability for the spring rosters.

ACT accountability is based on the first day of the spring 5 day testing window per the 100 day rule. ACT accountability will be included on spring rosters and pre-populated at that time. Therefore, if a student’s accountability currently is not clear then a request can still be made in the spring to help with any needed clarification.

The 2014-15 5-year and 2015-16 4-year student listings continue to be available for review in SDRR. This is NOT the data review that will occur after the end of the school year. These reports allow you the opportunity to review the students currently accountable to your district. Currently, grade 12 students are listed as on-time for these preliminary reports. After the end of the school year, all students will show as not on time if the student did not earn a regular high school diploma by the end of the school year. 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	UPDATED 2015 BASELINES AND 2016 GOALS 
The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) has updated the school and district 2015 baselines and 2016 goals. Through the Quality Control (QC) process, District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) and Building Assessment Coordinators (BACs) found an issue with the Program Review data for Global Competency/World Language. After review, it was determined that the issue originated in the Program Review data reported in the 2015 School Report Card. Since Global Competency/World Language data was not included in accountability, the error had no impact on 2014-15 accountability data. Global Competency/World Language data is currently being updated in the 2015 School Report Card system and will be publicly available soon.

This issue has been corrected and an updated AMO Goal spreadsheet is attached. Updated files are available on the KDE secure web applications site. All of the files have a new date included in the filename of “20160301”. OAA appreciates the careful review of the data. Analysis may continue through Friday, March 11, before the file is made public. If additional issues are found, please e-mail kdeassessment@education.ky.gov. 


DACs may discuss the data with local leadership and educators, but please do not discuss it in public meetings or with the media until the data has been finalized and posted to the KDE website. OAA anticipates making the data public in mid-March.

	





	2017 ACT DATES CLARIFICATION
In the recent posting of 2017 ACT testing dates, May 3 is scheduled as “Makeup Day.” To clarify, this is not an extra makeup day for individual schools or districts, but rather an option for a statewide makeup day of the initial test date in the event that there should be a statewide emergency such as severe weather or other catastrophe that impacted a large area of the state. KDE, not districts or individual schools, would determine if the statewide makeup day would need to be implemented.

	ADMINISTRATION CODE
Do not coach, edit, point out errors or missing answers in any way to students. School staff shall not alter in any way student responses.


	INCLUSION OF SPECIAL POPULATIONS
Accommodations or staff providing the accommodations should in no way lead students to answers.

Alternate Assessment students: Not all accommodations used for instruction are appropriate for use on state-required assessments. Approved accommodations: assistive technology, manipulatives, reader, scribe, calculator, paraphrasing, extended time, reinforcement and behavior modification strategies, deaf and hard of hearing interpreters. Accommodators are required to follow the script provided with the assessment.
