	[bookmark: _GoBack]At the close of the summative test window, the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) needs confirmation that proper testing has occurred. Building Assessment Coordinators (BACs) should complete the BAC Certification form and return to the DAC to keep on file in the district. There is no need to remit the BAC forms to OAA. DACs will need to complete the DAC Certification form and submit to KDE, no later than two weeks after completion of their district’s testing window.

DAC Certification forms should be returned to Teresa King in the Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA). The DAC may choose one of following methods to return the form:

In his Monday Superintendent E-mail- March 14, 2016, Commissioner Stephen Pruitt shared the previous item of interest below.

The Kentucky Center for Education and Workforce Statistics (KCEWS) is providing updated High School Feedback Reports (HSFR) for the graduating classes of 2014 and 2013 for district review. The review window is just 2 weeks with the public release planned for the week of March 28, with a draft available to KCEWS Board Members a week earlier.
 
College going and college success reports are separate reports. The College Going report follows students who graduated from high school in 2014 and were enrolled in a college during the 2014-15 school year. Similar to previous reports, college going rates are presented by demographic groups at the school, district and state level. The College Success report follows students who graduated from high school in 2013 and were enrolled at an in-state public college or university during the 2013-14 school year. The report includes high school and college GPA comparisons by subject area, hours earned, financial aid information, first to second year persistence measures and information on college going and performance for students not meeting Kentucky’s benchmarks on their junior year ACT. 
 
Superintendents, Principals and CIOs are encouraged to follow the instructions below to download their individual district’s reports for review prior to release. Access to these reports is through the High School Feedback Report secure web application. You must have web application credentials to log in and have rights to see the HSFR. If you do not have access, contact your district Web Apps Administration Point of Contact (WAAPOC) to request rights to this application. District WAAPOCs are listed in the on-line school directory here.

ADMINISTRATION CODE
Adequate and appropriate monitoring requires circulating around the room. It includes making sure students are working in the appropriate areas of the test booklet and SRB. If a student is found to be working in the wrong area, immediately contact the BAC for direction on how to handle the situation. If a student is found to have worked in a prior section or worked ahead into a section not yet administered, stop the student from working, note the amount of time used, and immediately contact the BAC for direction on how to handle the situation.  


	INCLUSION OF SPECIAL POPULATIONS
Students should be made aware of what accommodations they are allowed to use. A list can be posted on their desk. It is not acceptable to push or tell students which accommodations to use or when to use them.
