1. KOSSA is administered through the Technological Fluency Institute (TFI) online assessment system and is delivered by E-SESS. On July 29, all existing E-SESS accounts will be deactivated.  
1. By July 29, a new E-SESS account will be created for all DACs for access to their district and schools. Once the E-SESS account has been created, account information will be provided. Instructions for accessing 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS are attached. 
1. A KOSSA Coordinator must be identified and registered for each school by August 31. To register, complete the 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Survey Monkey request. This request was e-mailed on July 15 to DACs and the school’s previous KOSSA Coordinator.  With DAC approval, additional (optional) KOSSA Report User accounts may be requested for reporting needs in accordance with the attached 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Policy.  
1. Beginning July 29, E-SESS accounts will be created on a weekly basis for individuals registered via the 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Survey Monkey request. Account information will be provided, once the new E-SESS account has been created. The new accounts will provide access to 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS, depending upon the role of the user. Instructions for accessing E-SESS are attached. DACs and KOSSA Coordinators will have access to E-SESS, the online testing system, for the school and will receive communication regarding student test tickets, administration procedures, and reporting.

	GRADUATION END STATUS FOR 2015-16 GRADUATES
Graduation end statuses for 2015-16 graduates should be entered as soon as possible. The data is shared in initial extraction for the purpose of College and Career Readiness (CCR) Reporting. Those missing graduation end statuses are showing as Not-On-Time (unsuccessful) for the cohort graduation rate. For summer graduates, please see the next section for handling the graduation end status.

	

	SUMMER GRADUATES FOR COHORT
If a student earns a diploma by July 31, school staff should go back to the end status for the 2015-16 school year and change the student status to the appropriate graduation (G01-G04) code.  Once the appropriate code has been applied, then go to the graduation tab and enter the diploma date (actual date earned) and diploma type. Students who earn a diploma after July 31 should be included in the 2016-17 school year by creating an enrollment in that school year (do not schedule or they will earn a day of attendance) and end that enrollment with a G01-G04 code and complete the graduation tab.

	

	GRADUATION END STATUS FOR ALTERNATE ASSESSMENT STUDENTS
The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) has received several questions regarding when to use the graduation end status for a student participating in Kentucky’s Alternate Assessment. An alternate assessment student will earn an alternative high school diploma (sometimes referred to as Certificate of Attainment). Districts can choose to use the end status of G code (G01-G04) the year the student earns the diploma. However if a student plans to come back as grade 14 and has not met CCR benchmarks in reading and mathematics, then OAA recommends waiting until the student has aged out or officially exits the program before using the graduation end status.  If a district chooses this option, they will end the grade 12 year with a C01, re-enroll each year after with an E01 and end each year with C01 until the student no longer returns. At that point, a graduation end status for that year would need to be assigned. Once the graduation end status has been assigned, the student will be included in that year’s CCR report. Currently, alternate assessment students do not receive a standard high school diploma, therefore they will not count positively for the graduation rate regardless of when the graduation end status is entered. This will impact the cohort graduation rate for the year the alternate assessment student was included.
