	Yes. ACCESS test results have been received by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) from the winter 2016 testing of English Learner students. These results are used to calculate the counts for “Progress” and “Attainment” in the federal Title III Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAO) report. Districts had the opportunity earlier to review this data with Data Recognition Corporation (DRC-test vendor). The results are now available in an electronic form for review one last time through spreadsheets and the SDRR application. KDE anticipates that this review will be fairly quick for most districts. The ACCESS Data Review window is August 1-12.

Changes to the Program Review Effective for the 2016–17 School Year
The Program Review Task Force was created to identify challenges in the current Program Review process and propose solutions that support best instructional and learning experiences for all students in the Program Review areas. The changes listed below are a reflection of the hard work and guidance provided by the Program Review Task Force:
1. Program Review Rubrics were revised to reflect concise language and a reduction in characteristics and demonstrators.
1. Rationales, uploading evidence, and Next Steps diagnostic were removed as required information for ASSIST for the scoring process.
1. Two Program Reviews will be scored for the 2016-17 school year with Assurances required for all. 
1. K-3 programs will only be documented using the Assurance.
1. Guidance is provided for schools and districts. 

KDE will host a webinar on July 28 at 2:00 p.m. ET. District and school leaders are strongly encouraged to view the webinar at:  http://mediaportal.education.ky.gov/watch-live/.

The webinar will provide an explanation and interpretation of the revised rubrics, explore the new Assurances and provide a question/answer session. The webinar will be archived for future viewing.
 
Rubrics and Assurances will be released on the website after the webinar.

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Subject: Request for Kentuckians to provide feedback to USED on the ESSA draft regulations by August 1; Goal for 1,000 citizens to submit comments

Note: This also will go to teachers today.
 
Dear Education Shareholders,
 
The contents of our new accountability system, which citizens provided input on in my recent Town Hall Meetings held across the state, also must conform to the regulations that the U.S. Department of Education (USED) generates to provide the implementation details by which states must abide. These regulations, in draft form, have been made public by USED for the purpose of public feedback. We need as many folks as possible to send in feedback to USED on the draft regulations to make known the areas where changes must be addressed. I am hoping that we can get at least 1,000 Kentucky citizens to submit comments and make our state the one with the most submissions.
 
I have testified twice before Congressional committees about the problems I see with these draft regulations, if implemented by USED in their present form. These regulations would severely limit the ability of states to be flexible and innovative as Congress envisioned when it passed ESSA. We would go backwards to the compliance mentality that was imposed by No Child Left Behind. Each of you are asked to submit feedback to USED on these regulations because the number of folks USED hears from can help make a difference in getting changes made. Feel free to share this request with others. 
 
You are welcome to use some of the issues I pointed out in my testimony or review the regulations and compose your own. Please just take time to submit some comments by the August 1 deadline!

	KENTUCKY OCCUPATIONAL SKILLS STANDARDS ASSESSMENT (KOSSA): (CRITICAL ACTION REQUIRED BY JULY 29)
1. KOSSA is administered through the Technological Fluency Institute (TFI) online assessment system and is delivered by E-SESS. On July 29, all existing E-SESS accounts will be deactivated.
1. By July 29, a new E-SESS account will be created for all DACs for access to their district and schools. Once the E-SESS account has been created, account information will be provided. Instructions for accessing 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS are attached. 
1. A KOSSA Coordinator must be identified and registered for each school by August 31. To register, complete the 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Survey Monkey request. This request was e-mailed on July 15 to DACs and the school’s previous KOSSA Coordinator. With DAC approval, additional (optional) KOSSA Report User accounts may be requested for reporting needs in accordance with the attached 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Policy.  
1. Beginning July 29, E-SESS accounts will be created on a weekly basis for individuals registered via the 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Survey Monkey request. Account information will be provided, once the new E-SESS account has been created. The new accounts will provide access to 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS, depending upon the role of the user. Instructions for accessing E-SESS are attached. DACs and KOSSA Coordinators will have access to E-SESS, the online testing system, for the school and will receive communication regarding student test tickets, administration procedures, and reporting.
