	When will the 2016 K-PREP Student Test Data be available in PearsonAccess?

	The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) will make available individual student data electronically via PearsonAccess. The tentative date for this release is Wednesday, August 3.This will provide schools and districts the initial results to support work with individual students in the upcoming school year and meets reporting expectations in Kentucky legislation. 

Getting Ready
To access the student data, DACs must have an established account in PearsonAccess. Returning DACs will continue to use their existing accounts. New DACs that have provided OAA their contact information should have received an automatic welcome e-mail from kyhelp@Support.pearson.com to establish their accounts. DACs with problems entering PearsonAccess must contact Pearson at the e-mail above or by phone at (888) 437-1430. Pearson staff is available Monday–Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. ET.

If DACs wish to have school level staff access and download individual student data, DACs may set within PearsonAccess who (i.e., BACs or Principals) may use the system. BACs or principals that have left the district will need to be deleted from PearsonAccess and new BACs added. Returning DACs will need to make updates, if anything has changed with address, e-mail, name, telephone number, to their own accounts or BAC staff. 

Data Available
Spring 2016 K-PREP individual student results include: 
· grades 3-8 Reading, Mathematics; 
· grades 5 and 8 Social Studies; 
· grades 5, 6, 8,10 and 11 On-Demand Writing; 
· grades 3-8 and 9-12 Alternate Assessment Attainment Tasks; and
· Stanford 10 national percentiles for Reading and Mathematics (grades 3-8), Science (grades 4, 7), Social Studies (grades 5, 8) and Language Mechanics (grades 4, 6).

Note: Growth data will be provided in PearsonAccess at a later date.

ONLY students TESTED by the school and district will be in the files. Scores for students participating in the alternate assessment will also be included. The data will not indicate whether a student is accountable to the school or district based on 100 days of enrollment. Pearson files are based on tested students with a Student Response Booklet (SRB) returned for scoring including students with a medical or extraordinary non-participation, and those with a zero score due to not completing the test. An opportunity will be provided for demographic and accountability clean up during the Pre-Quality Control Data Review. EOC results were available after testing in PacificMetric. EOC cut points for Novice, Apprentice, Proficient and Distinguished (NAPD) remain the same. 

Data Sharing
Individual student data is provided for school and district use. The data are confidential and must be used in a manner consistent with the district’s confidentiality rules and the FERPA expectation that students’ privacy is protected. Districts and schools should handle the data provided in early August like all other student level information used in the school and district during the school year.

KDE does not provide state data or school/district summary data with the August release. OAA cautions that self-generated summary reports from data files with only tested students will not match the 100-day accountability data and will not be accurate. Also, data will likely change during the data review period. Should your district generate summaries of your results, KDE strongly encourages you to place a local embargo on this self-generated data similar to the embargo KDE uses. KDE embargoed data are limited to school and district leadership including BACs. Embargoed data must not be discussed in public meetings or with media outlets. 

Accountability Reporting 
Accountability reporting is generated by OAA. The August release does not reflect accountability. A data review process using SDRR will be available mid- to late August. The data review allows schools and districts to double-check individual student accountability and demographics before public reporting.

· All accounts have been deactivated and everyone must register by August 31.If you were the ACT WorkKeys coordinator (or back-up coordinator) last year, your testing site realm and username will remain the same as last year. A new password will be e-mailed to you from ACT WorkKeys.

· Beginning in September, new ACT WorkKeys coordinator(s) and back-up coordinators will be sent an e-mail by ACT WorkKeys with the realm (testing site address), along with a username and password. · KOSSA is administered through Technological Fluency Institute (TFI) online assessment system and is delivered by E-SESS. 2015-16 E-SESS accounts have been deactivated.
· On August 1, a new E-SESS account will be created for all DACs for access to their district and schools. Once the E-SESS account has been created, account information will be e-mailed from TFI Customer Service. Please check your Clutter or Junk email, if you have not received this e-mail by August 5. Contact Sherri Craig at sherri.craig@education.ky.gov for assistance. Instructions for accessing 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS are attached. DACs will have access to KOSSA test tickets and results data in E-SESS and receive all communications.

To register, complete the 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Survey Monkey request e-mailed on July 15 to DACs and the school’s previous KOSSA Coordinator. Additional (optional) KOSSA Report User accounts may be requested for reporting needs in accordance with the attached 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Policy and DAC approval.
· Beginning August 1, E-SESS accounts will be created on a weekly basis for individuals registered via the 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Survey Monkey request. Once the E-SESS account has been created, account information will be e-mailed from TFI Customer Service. Please check your Clutter or Junk e-mail, if you have registered and have not received this email by August 31, contact Sherri Craig at sherri.craig@education.ky.gov for assistance. The new accounts and will have access to 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS depending upon their role. Instructions for accessing E-SESS are attached. DACs and KOSSA Coordinators will have access to E-SESS, the online testing system, for the school and will receive communication regarding student test tickets, administration procedures, and reporting.

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	ACCESS FOR ELLS® DATA REVIEW
ACCESS test results have been received by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) from the winter 2016 testing of English Learner students. These results are used to calculate the counts for “Progress” and “Attainment” in the federal Title III Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAO) report. Districts had the opportunity earlier to review this data with Data Recognition Corporation (DRC-test vendor). The results are now available in an electronic form for review one last time through spreadsheets and the SDRR application. KDE anticipates that this review will be fairly quick for most districts. The ACCESS Data Review window is August 1-12.
