This data review period is the last opportunity to request changes to individual student level data before 2015-16 data are reported publicly.

The 2016-17 Alternate K-PREP combined Overview Training/AT training and online quiz will be available the afternoon of Monday, August 22. The online trainings will be posted to the Alternate K-PREP Trainings page as they have in the past; however you will also be able to review a recorded training provided by Kevin O’Hair and Jaci Norman. The videos may take a few moments to load before they are active.

The training will consist of five sections; the Alternate K-PREP Overview/AT sections 1.1 and 1.2 will focus primarily on material from the overview. Sections 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3 will provide material specific to the AT administration. An online quiz will be provided following the completion of training section 2.3. Once the quiz has been completed, confirm by printing, then keep the certificate showing completion in the Alternate Assessment and Accountability Folder (AAAF).  This certificate should also be provided to the district administrator before the Attainment Tasks are handed over. The Administration Guide for the Alternate K-PREP Overview/AT is provided below along with a direct link to access the video and the training ppts. The Overview/Attainment Task Training is scheduled to close Friday, October 28.

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	ACCOUNTABILITY SUMMARY CHANGES
Beginning with the 2015-16 school year, the Annual Measurable Objective (AMO) was calculated from the total score of the Next-Generation Learner’s component only. In March, AMO targets were shared with schools and districts. To make the Accountability Summary spreadsheets clearly reflect this shift, the Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) has updated the Profile Tab on the Summary Spreadsheet. The changes include, 

1. Added column – Prior Year Learners Score (Column F) after Prior Year Overall Score
1. Changed label – AMO Target to Learners AMO Target (Column G)
1. Added column – Learners Score (Column H) after Learners AMO Target
1. Moved column – Overall Score (Column L) before Classification

	ACCOUNTABILITY PRE-POPULATED CALCULATORS
To adjust for elementary schools that do not have grade 3, the accountability calculator has been updated. If an elementary school does not have a K-3 Program Review score entered, the calculator will divide the sum of the scores by 24. For schools with a K3 Program Review, the Program Review score will continue to be divided by 32.

Summary Data Available 
School and district summary data are now available in the Secure Web Application in the Student Data Detail. Since the data changes during this data review period and will continue to change through Quality Control Day, classifications are not included in the summary data. Beginning with the 2015-16 Data Release, a Percentile in Kentucky rank will no longer be part of reporting. The percentile rank is not included in this Pre-Quality Control Data Review nor will a percentile rank be made public in the School Report Card.

The summary data zip file is named “SD16_xxx_QC DR_Summary_2016_District Name.ZIP”.

The folder structure is listed below and contains the corresponding spreadsheets.

1. Accountability Calculator
Various resources are offered by OAA to assist districts in understanding the Unbridled Learning Assessment and Accountability system. One such resource is the Accountability Calculator. A new pre-populated version of the Accountability Calculator is now available for each school and district. Within the district calculator, the data will pre-populate by selecting the appropriate school or district level from the School Name drop down menu at the top of the calculator. Individual school calculators are also pre-populated. The calculator allows schools or districts to input various numbers into the calculator to see the impact on their scores or select the particular school or district and have the form pre-populated from the drop down menu of schools on the spreadsheet. To view or change pre-populated data, choose “Enable Editing” and “Enable Content.” The benefit of the calculator is different numbers can be input to simulate different scenarios. 

Data will likely change during the data review period. The accountability calculator and spreadsheets reflects the data as of Monday, August 15 when data review opened and not the changes that have been made since opening. Should your district generate summaries of your results, KDE strongly encourages you to place a local embargo on this self-generated data similar to the embargo KDE uses.

The cut scores are on the third tab of the spreadsheet. As a reminder, these are the cuts for school and district classifications (Distinguished, Proficient, or Needs Improvement).

Data Review Deadlines
Only six days are left to request changes to individual student level data before 2015-16 data are reported publicly. We encourage districts to submit data review changes soon. The deadline for new SDRR change requests is August 23, 5:00 p.m. ET. All resolution of pending requests must be completed by August 24, 5:00 p.m. ET.

1. Submit the student’s first and last name, SSID, grade, school, district and dimension to Kevin O’Hair at kevin.ohair@education.ky.gov.

	PROGRAM REVIEW CHANGES FOR 2016-17 (COMMISSIONER E-MAIL TO ALL SUPERINTENDENTS AUGUST 10)

Webinar Recorded and Posted for Viewing on Program Review Changes for 2016-17
At the August 4 Kentucky Board of Education (KBE) meeting, the board approved changes to the Program Reviews for the 2016-17 school year. These changes were recommended by the Program Review Task Force established by Commissioner Pruitt in December 2015 made up of teachers, principals, Chief Academic Officers and Superintendents from across the state. The Task Force listened to the many educators who voiced concerns and problems with the current Program Reviews. As a result of those concerns, the Task Force worked to provide recommendations to improve the process for the Program Reviews. These changes will take effect immediately for the 2016–17 school year. Accountability for the Program Reviews remains at 23%.

The changes are many and are as follows:
1. All A1 schools, including the Kentucky School for the Deaf and Kentucky School for the Blind, must complete all Program Reviews that apply.
1. Program Reviews will be completed on a state-designated rotating schedule, two per year.
1. Schools will complete Assurances yearly for each program. 
1. Rubrics are streamlined, focusing more holistically on program quality.
1. No evidence will be listed in ASSIST.
1. Schools will no longer write rationales in ASSIST.
1. Schools will no longer complete the Career Advising Diagnostic or the Next Steps Diagnostic in ASSIST.
1. K-3 programs will now only be documented using the Assurance. (This will be the only reporting process for the K-3 Program Review.)
1. Timelines for entering data will be in place and late entry in ASSIST will result in a “0” score for that Program Review.
1. Work plans will replace rationales; the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) will provide examples and non-examples of evidence-based work plans.

These changes will REQUIRE training. To begin that training and in an effort to support all districts, a webinar has been recorded for schools and districts to access at http://mediaportal.education.ky.gov/featured/2016/08/program-review-update-8-9-2016/. This webinar will provide a brief look at the new rubrics, an explanation of interpretation of the rubrics, the new rotation system for Program Reviews, a look at the new Assurances and a question/answer session. Please share the link as you feel is appropriate.

Additionally, more extensive trainings will be held across the state beginning the first week in September. KDE recommends one or two representatives (at a minimum) from every district attend one of these vital information sessions. The dates and locations of the statewide trainings are listed below.
