	The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) would like to thank everyone who participated in the Pre-Release Data Review that ended on August 24. Your efforts to get the data as accurate as possible, prior to the public data release, is appreciated, as this is an extremely busy time for schools.

OAA is currently making the changes that were approved during the Pre-Quality Control Day Data Review. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will see the approved changes reflected with the next look at data during the Quality Control (QC) Day. We remain on schedule for QC Day on September 14. 

The purpose of the QC Day is to identify systemic issues; no individual student changes can be made. This is the last time for DACs to view data prior to public release. Updated school- and district-specific calculators will be provided in the SRC (Secure) on QC Day.

Please note the Percentile Rank of districts and schools has been removed from the public 2015-16 School Report Card.

KOSSA is administered through Technological Fluency Institute (TFI) online assessment system and is delivered by E-SESS. All 2015-16 E-SESS accounts were deactivated on July 29. 

New E-SESS accounts were created for all District Assessment Coordinators (DACs). Instructions for accessing 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS are attached. DACs will have access to KOSSA test tickets and results data in E-SESS and will also receive all communications.

A KOSSA Coordinator must be identified and registered for each school by August 31. To register, complete the 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Survey Monkey request e-mailed to DACs and the school’s previous KOSSA Coordinator on July 15.  With DAC approval, additional (optional) KOSSA Report User accounts may be requested for reporting needs in accordance with the attached 2016-17 KOSSA Coordinator Assignment Policy.

New account information will be provided after the new E-SESS account has been created. If new account information is not received by September 6, please contact Sherri Craig at sherri.craig@education.ky.gov.  New account users will have access to 2015-16, 2014-15 and 2013-14 KOSSA data in E-SESS, depending upon the user’s  role. Instructions for accessing E-SESS are attached. DACs and KOSSA Coordinators will have school access to E-SESS, the online testing system, and will receive communication regarding student test tickets, administration procedures and reporting.

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	ALTERNATE K-PREP COMBINED OVERVIEW/ATTAINMENT TASKS (AT) TRAINING TO OPEN 
The 2016-17 Alternate K-PREP combined Overview Training/AT training and online quiz will be available the afternoon of Monday, August 22. The online trainings will be posted to the Alternate K-PREP Trainings page as they have been in the past; however, you will also be able to review a recorded training provided by Kevin O’Hair and Jaci Norman. The videos may take a few moments to load before they are active.

The training will consist of five sections: the Alternate K-PREP Overview/AT sections 1.1 and 1.2 will focus primarily on material from the overview. Sections 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3 will provide material specific to the AT administration. An online quiz will be provided following the completion of training section 2.3. Once the quiz has been completed, confirm by printing, then keep the certificate showing completion in the Alternate Assessment and Accountability Folder (AAAF).  This certificate should also be provided to the district administrator before the Attainment Tasks are submitted. To adjust for elementary schools that do not have grade 3, the accountability calculator has been updated. If an elementary school does not have a K-3 Program Review score entered, the calculator will divide the sum of the scores by 24. For schools with a K-3 Program Review, the Program Review score will continue to be divided by 32.

	SUMMARY DATA AVAILABLE
School and district summary data are now available in the Secure Web Application in the Student Data Detail. Since the data change during this data review period and will continue to change through Quality Control Day, classifications are not included in the summary data. Beginning with the 2015-16 Data Release, a Percentile in Kentucky rank will no longer be part of reporting. The percentile rank is not included in this Pre-Quality Control Data Review nor will a percentile rank be made public in the School Report Card.

Accountability Calculator
Various resources are offered by OAA to assist districts in understanding the Unbridled Learning Assessment and Accountability system. One such resource is the Accountability Calculator. A new, pre-populated version of the Accountability Calculator is now available for each school and district. Within the district calculator, the data will pre-populate by selecting the appropriate school or district level from the “School Name” drop down menu at the top of the calculator. Individual school calculators are also pre-populated. The calculator allows schools or districts to input various numbers into the calculator to see the impact on their scores or to select the particular school or district and have the form pre-populated from the drop down menu of schools on the spreadsheet. To view or change pre-populated data, choose “Enable Editing” and “Enable Content.” The benefit of the calculator is that different numbers can be input to simulate different scenarios. 

Data will likely change during the data review period. The accountability calculator and spreadsheets reflect the data as of Monday, August 15, when data review opened and not the changes that have been made since opening. Should your district generate summaries of your results, KDE strongly encourages you to place a local embargo on this self-generated data similar to the embargo KDE uses.
