· 10:00 a.m. School Report Card opens for quality control work
· 1:00 p.m. Update Webcast
To prepare for QC Day, first, DACs and superintendents will need to access the School Report Card (SRC) in the Secure Web Application. DACs should ensure they and the superintendent have access to the secure SRC. In the secure application, DACs and superintendents should have the School Report Card (SECURE) as an option, please see below. To obtain access to the secure application, please contact the district WAAPOC.
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Second, Nondisclosure Forms need to be signed. During the Quality Control Day, DACs and superintendents will have access to the secure 2015-16 School Report Card. The data are preliminary and secure. DACs are asked to e-mail their Nondisclosure Preliminary Data QC form (attached) to Teresa.King@education.ky.gov prior to Wednesday, September 14. DACs should keep on file in the district a Nondisclosure Preliminary Data Form from others with whom the DACs share the preliminary data. OAA expects schools and districts not to share the preliminary data beyond the leadership level during the Quality Control (QC) process.

The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) would like to thank everyone who participated in the Pre-Release Data Review that ended on August 24. Your efforts to get the data as accurate as possible, prior to the public data release, are appreciated, as this is an extremely busy time for schools.

OAA is currently making the changes that were approved during the Pre-Quality Control Day Data Review. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will see the approved changes reflected with the next look at data during the Quality Control (QC) Day. We remain on schedule for QC Day on September 14. 

The purpose of the QC Day is to identify systematic issues; no individual student changes can be made. This is the last time for DACs to view data prior to public release. Updated school- and district-specific calculators will be provided in the SRC (Secure) on QC Day.

Please note the Percentile Rank of districts and schools has been removed from the public 2015-16 School Report Card.
