Districts will receive materials sometime during the week of October 17-21.

Upon receipt, District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) or appointed district level administrators should disperse materials to teachers to make any needed adaptations for their students before testing begins. (Please see a copy of the teacher’s Combined Overview/Attainment Tasks training certificate before releasing materials.) A list of materials expected to arrive in districts can be found below. DAC Level:
One binder with a copy of each task for each grade level assessed in the Alternate Assessment Attainment Task (AT) may be used as a reference or for making additional copies. DACs should keep their copies after the first window is complete in case make up testing is required. All school materials will need to be destroyed; the completed score sheets will need to be filed in the student’s Alternate Assessment and Accountability Folder (AAAF).

School Level: (only where Alternate Assessment students are enrolled)
One grade specific AT binder per school containing:
0. Directions for administering the task
0. One copy of each grade level task
0. Individual Room Assignment (serves as a seating chart for Alternate K-PREP assessments)

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	KYOTE WRITING EXAMS TESTING WINDOWS
As the end of the semester approaches, more students are being assessed with the KYOTE writing exam to demonstrate college readiness in English. Staff that have become KYOTE Certified Writing Scorers have begun to receive exams to score. Scorers are expected to score the writing exams within 10 days. Scorers will receive an e-mail from Mathclass Placement Exam (wqs2@ms.uky.edu). If an e-mail notification to score exams has not yet arrived, please check in the Junk and Clutter e-mail folders. 

Scorers may look in the KYOTE system to determine if exams have been assigned to them. Login and go to Mathclass Exam Grading in the yellow drop-down menu. Assigned exams will appear there.

For those trying to determine the upcoming workload, please use the following Writing Exam Windows as a reference to insure that there are sufficient scorers and time available to score the exams. Only exams submitted within one of these testing windows will be scored. 
1. Fall 2016 semester writing exams - testing window from Monday, August 8 to Friday, December 2

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	SCORE CHANGES FOR CAREER DATA (DEADLINE CORRECTION)
Changes to Career data (WorkKeys, ASVAB, KOSSA or Industry Certificates) must be made in the Technical Education Database System (TEDS), during Data Review. TEDS will be open for change requests to 2015-16 data until October 12 at 4 p.m. ET (previously reported September 14).

	LOCAL WELLNESS POLICY AND ANNUAL REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 
The Local School Wellness Policy (LSWP) requirement was established by the Child Nutrition and WIC Reauthorization Act of 2004, and further strengthened by the final ruling this summer of the Healthy, Hunger-Free Kids Act. It requires each local LEA participating in the National School Lunch Program and/or School Breakfast Program to develop a local school district wellness policy that promotes the health of students and addresses the growing problem of childhood obesity. The responsibility for developing a local school wellness policy is placed at the local level so the unique needs of each school under the jurisdiction of the LEA can be addressed. Furthermore, with the passing of the Final Rule, greater emphasis is placed at the local level by requiring the LEA to establish wellness policy leadership. Leadership is defined as one or more LEA and/or school official(s) who have the authority and responsibility to ensure each school complies with the policy.
The LSWP is an opportunity to address school learning environments and to best equip districts and schools to equitably address the nutritional and physical activity needs of all students. The LSWP should be aligned to the annual district reporting requirements of KRS158.856 and KRS 160.345. The Kentucky Department of Education’s (KDE’s) Division of Program Standards recommend that superintendent’s ensure that their district is utilizing a Whole School, Whole Community, Whole Child approach with shareholders in the development and implementation of the LSWP. 
In order to best utilize local decision making processes, KDE recommends districts have schools complete the Healthy Schools Program assessment completed to provide school level data for the public forum. (702 KAR 6:090 Section 5 (1,a) / Section 6 (1). This process aligns and contributes to school level expectations in the PLCS Program Review for schools. The Action Steps to complete before October 28 are as follows if districts choose to use this process for the 2016-2017 school year: 
Steps to working on your District Report Card:
1. Request access as the District Administrator to your district on the Healthy Schools Program website and then work on the district assessment where applicable. 
2. Reach out to the school building level contact and/or the Coordinated School Health committee at each school and have them complete or update, if already used the assessment in the past (only required to complete Modules 1,2,3,4,7 and 8). For assistance on the assessment, please encourage your schools to check out the help section of the website and or refer to the paper version of the assessment.
3. Once assessments are complete, you will receive a notification from the Member Support Team with the Healthy Schools Program to complete a request form for a District Report. Please keep your eyes out for the communication by the beginning to middle of November. If you have any questions about the steps above please reach out to help@healthiergeneration.org for assistance.
