Blank rosters will open in the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application for the four End-of-Course (EOC) exams on November 1 at 9:00 a.m. ET. Students ONLY need to be added to an EOC roster if a non-participation is being requested. If the non-participation is not approved by OAA, the student will need to take the assessment during one of the windows. Please do not add students to the roster who are taking the EOC exam(s). Rosters will remain open for non-participation requests for EOC until early April 2016. When rosters are opened for spring testing, the remaining students in EOC-identified courses in Infinite Campus will be loaded at that time, as well as any grade 12 students who are missing one or more EOC scores.

Instructions for review of the dropout data in SDRR will be provided in a DAC E-mail prior to this final review period.

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	KENTUCKY SCIENCE SYSTEM OF ASSESSMENT (updated)
The science system of assessments that includes classroom embedded assessments (CEA), through course tasks (TCT) and statewide summative assessments (SSA) is currently under development. It is an instructionally driven system developed by Kentucky teachers that measures Kentucky Academic Standards (KAS). It is a balanced assessment system of interacting and complementary assessment components focused on serving needs of different users of assessment information for the common purpose of improving both teaching and learning. Please view the Introduction to New Science Assessment System video with Kentucky’s Education Commissioner, Stephen Pruitt and Office of Teaching and Learning Director, Karen Kidwell. In-depth information can be found on KDE’s Science Assessment website.

Classroom Embedded Assessments (CEAs), developed and used by teachers in their daily instruction, support both teaching and learning, and are for classroom/school use only. Teachers and principals gain information about learners’ strengths and needs so that they can revise next teaching/instructional steps. Students use the information to gain a clearer picture of expectations and utilize feedback to help them reach the expectations. 

The Through Course Tasks (TCTs) are intended to provide rich experiences for students to demonstrate science skills and concepts – focusing on learning and teaching—yielding information for classroom use. Success criteria are designed to:
1. Promote calibration of expectations across classrooms/schools throughout the states; and
1. Clearly articulate task specific expectations so that resulting information can be used by both students and teachers via formative processes.

Kentucky teachers are developing TCTs for utilization in the classroom this year. In November, two TCTs will be shared for grades Kindergarten through 12. Teacher teams are being asked to plan and facilitate the administration of one task with their students from November to the end of March. DACs will be asked to collect and submit some student work samples from TCTs to the Kentucky Department of Education. Once the process is developed for collection, details will be shared.

A science statewide summative field test will be administered in March. Although no student performance levels will be generated for the field test, students in grades 4, 7, and 11 will be required to participate. Some students in grades 9 and 10 will have the opportunity to participate. The assessment will be offered in paper/pencil format in standards and large print only.

Students participating in Alternate Assessment will take an operational test on the new science standards and will receive performance levels. The Alternate K-PREP science operational test will not be included in accountability for 2016-17.

Since the science Norm Referenced Test (NRT) does not cover the Kentucky Academic Standards, the NRT will NOT be administered in grades 4 and 7. However, Biology End-of-Course will continue to be administered in high school.

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	FIRST ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW TO BEGIN
The first Alternate K-PREP testing window to administer Attainment Tasks (AT) will begin November 1. This will be the first of two windows set to assess content standards for reading, mathematics, science, social studies and writing. No tasks may be administered before November 1.

Instruction may continue into the testing window as long as the content provided is not derived from the actual Attainment Tasks being administered. Once the task administration begins, all instruction for the standard should cease until after the task administration has been completed. The first testing window will end December 9.
