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As noted on the K-PREP score report, some of the questions taken by your student come from the Stanford Achievement Test Series (Tenth Edition) for reading, mathematics, writing/mechanics, science, and social studies.  The Stanford 10 tests are standardized content and level specific tests designed to measure student progress toward high academic standards and reflect national and state instructional standards, content-specific curricula, and educational trends as identified by national professional educational organizations. While the Stanford tests provide many different kinds of scores serving many purposes, one of the most attractive features of the series is that they offer a rich array of what are referred to as norm-referenced scores. In contrast to criterion-referenced scores that compare individual student performance to specific achievement standards (i.e. Distinguished, Proficient, etc.), norm-referenced scores compare individual student performance to the performance of other groups of students; for example with the average performance of students within a district or state.
The Stanford 10 tests provide a comparison to nationally representative samples of students; this is on what the National Percentile Ranking (NPR) scores from the K-PREP report are based. These are norm-referenced scores that provide a relative comparison of individual student performance to the performance of students from across the nation.
Percentile ranks range from 1 to 99 where 50 reflects average performance.  These scores provide a relative standing of a student compared to students of the same level who took the Stanford 10 tests at the same time of year. The rank means that a student’s individual performance was as good as or better than the performance of that percentage of students across the nation. For example, an NPR of 68 for a given subject means that the student scored as well or better than 68% of students from the national sample. 
Percentile ranks are useful to show student performance as compared to other students in a particular reference group. However they do not reflect actual amounts of student achievement. Additionally, they should not be treated as equal units across the scale.  That is, the difference in achievement between NPRs of 10 and 20 is not the same as the difference between NPRs of 55 and 65. For this reason, NPRs are best used to interpret individual student position relative to the national sample of students.

Lexile® scores describes a student’s reading ability. The Lexile® Framework is a tool for looking at reader ability relative to the difficulty of text. It allows a parent, student, teacher, or media coordinator to understand the performance of a reader (whether on a standardized test or informal assessment) through examples of text materials (books, newspapers or magazines) the reader can understand, rather than through a number such as a stanine or percentile. Teachers should share the information with their students.The students can use the score to logon to the website, www.lexile.com, and search for books at their particular Lexile® range and reading level.
Quantile® scores describes a student’s mathematic achievement, and the difficulty of specific mathematical skills and concepts. The Quantile® Framework is a developmental scale that empowers educators to:
