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DATA REVIEW IN SDRR FOR K-PREP GRADES 3-8 CLOSES TODAY AT 5:00 PM ET

The current data review window for grades 3-8 focusing on student accountability and demographics closes today, August 8, at 5:00 PM ET.

As you close out your work today, you will want to attend to some important items:

1. Check on denied or pending tickets, including new tickets that were submitted and processed today.

There are currently 55 pending tickets waiting for additional information from the school/district.  If information provided by the school requires a new ticket to change accountability, the new ticket must be submitted by today’s deadline.  Click on the count of Pending tickets on the Student Data Review tab on the home page to view and update these tickets. 

2. Check alternate assessment students during the data review.

As DACs and BACs review student data, we ask that special attention is paid to alternate assessment students.  

If an alternate assessment student that was tested in the school is missing, or if a student is listed twice with a slightly different name and/or litho number, please send an e-mail to KDEAssessment@education.ky.gov with the name and SSID and we will help to resolve the student’s data. 
3. Submit testing school changes to KDE.

If the testing school needs to be changed for a student, please send the student’s SSID and name to KDEAssessment@education.ky.gov. This action is NOT available in SDRR for a school or district during data review.

After the data review window closes today, please monitor SDRR for communication regarding pending tickets. Pending tickets must be resolved before Friday, August 10 at 4:00 PM ET or tickets will be denied. Schools and districts may re-apply for changes during the regular data review period after public release.

Note:  Disability types may be wrong on the exported student list in SDRR, due to a difference between IC codes and KDE/OAA codes.  However, these do NOT need to be corrected.  OAA does not collect disability types or accommodations for reporting, nor any information about 504 students.
