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DATA REVIEW FOR HIGH SCHOOL NOW OPEN
Schools and districts have the opportunity to review student data for accountability, exemptions and demographics before public reporting.   The Student Data Review and Reporting (SDRR) application is now open (August 21-29) for high school cleanup (end-of-course, writing at grades 10 and 11, ACT grade 11 2012, college/career readiness (CCR), and Alternate K-PREP). 
The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) strongly encourages District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) to begin this process as early in the data review window as possible, since changes must be processed and occasionally require follow up from the school or district level. 

Because data review timelines are short, OAA has added a brief data review window, September 27-October 3, connected to the embargoed release to schools and district of the School Report Card.  This late September release will be the first opportunity to review school and district scores and the last opportunity to make student level changes prior to the public release that is scheduled for mid-October.   
The schedule for reporting is very tight and future dates must be considered tentative.  If issues with files or systems occur, the dates may shift.

Data Review Focus

The student level information loaded into SDRR does NOT contain test scores. The information allows schools and districts to verify accountability, exemptions and student demographics. 

Step 1: Accountability and Exemptions (Priority One)

· Confirm your 100 day students that will contribute to your district or school accountability.

· Indicate any non-100 day students that should be removed from your accountability.

· File exemption per test, if needed.
Note: Please remember that full academic year (100 day rule) for accountability reporting for all high school assessments is based on the first day of the summative/end of year test window in the accountable district/school. 
Step 2: Demographics (Priority Two)

· Check free-reduced lunch and students with disability status (IEP), since these have potential to change over time.

· Confirm ethnicity and race categories.

For the high school data review, changing the accountability or demographic information for one assessment transfers the information to all assessments taken by the student.  However, exemptions are specific to each test. An exemption must be filed for each test impacted for a student.

Resources

A brief PowerPoint with voice recording is attached highlighting how to use SDRR to do the high school data review. Be sure your computer speakers are not muted and play the PowerPoint in “Slide Show” mode.
