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2012 DATA UPDATE 
The new School Report Card (SRC) is the vehicle for assessment and accountability reporting for Unbridled Learning: College/Career Readiness for All.  Currently, the reporting shells for both the assessment and accountability tabs can be viewed in the SRC at the following link: http://AppQ1.education.ky.gov/SRC.  The assessment tab has limited data with results from EXPLORE, PLAN and the ACT.

A new Quality Control (QC) link for the SRC will be e-mailed to DACs by the Office of Assessment and Accountability on Thursday morning, October 11. The SRC link will only work on computers within the KETS network.  With the new link, preliminary assessment and accountability results for schools and districts will be visible in the SRC. The data is preliminary and will change as districts conduct data reviews and quality control work. Since changes are expected, the Percentile Rank in Kentucky, Classification (Distinguished, Proficient or Needs Improvement) and Rewards and Assistance Category for schools and districts will NOT be included in the SRC during the QC release.  

Superintendents will receive the new QC SRC link first from the Commissioner’s office (after 9:00 am ET). Within an hour after superintendents receive access, District Assessment Coordinators will also receive the secure SRC link in a Special DAC E-Mail. DACs will also receive instructions to download spreadsheets with all individual student scores on Thursday morning.

PRELIMINARY DATA
All preliminary data shared with the new link is for QC activities and should not be shared widely until after the QC process is completed. The primary purpose of this final QC is to identify systemic problems. 

Nearly all schools and districts used opportunities in August to review and request changes to individual student level demographics and accountability status. During this first year of a new system, OAA will process additional requests to correct individual student data during QC. This QC is the last opportunity for changes to data before public reporting.  The QC phase will close for College and Career Readiness changes on Monday, October 15 at 5:00 pm ET and for all other data on Tuesday, October 16 at 5:00 pm ET.  

Also, all data shared before public reporting is embargoed.  During an embargo, district and school staff may discuss the data; however, data cannot be shared in public meetings or by the media. Specific dates for the rollout of data will be shared as dates are confirmed. The public release is expected to be during the week beginning October 29.

ACCESSING THE REPORTS AND INDIVIDUAL STUDENT SCORES
With this opening of the Quality Control version of the SRC, district staff will see results for their district and all other districts. This is a change from past preliminary data releases in which district staff could only see their own district data. 

The data must be handled in an embargoed status with controlled and limited sharing.  Sharing the SRC link must be controlled in the same way that district staff has had limited access to preliminary reports in the previous years, since providing the link gives access to the results. The superintendent and DAC may wish to share the link with principals and building assessment coordinators; however, we encourage schools and districts not to share the preliminary data beyond the leadership level and wait for final results before discussing with others. 

DACs may ask those receiving data to sign a nondisclosure to emphasize that data is embargoed and preliminary. A general Nondisclosure Form is available on the KDE website at http://www.education.ky.gov/KDE/Administrative+Resources/Testing+and+Reporting+/District+Support/Forms/.
