Click RET_SUMMARY tab at the bottom of the Excel document.  This is a summary by district and school for each demographic category. Summary numbers provide a quick look at overall school and district counts.   
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Note:   The color red is used to indicate differences in the spreadsheet values as compared to last year’s Nonacademic reporting.
