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K-PREP ERASURE ANALYSIS – KENTUCKY INCREASES FOCUS ON TEST SECURITY (DAC ACTION REQUIRED) 

Recently, school districts in Atlanta, Washington, D.C. and Kentucky (in 2010) have had cheating scandals. All states, including Kentucky, are adding forensics to their testing processes. The Office of Assessment and Accountability continues to emphasize through training and communication the importance of test security in Kentucky. Kentucky currently uses erasure analysis but is adding more forensic procedures to examine test data. Erasure analysis conducted on 2012 K-PREP data is available for DACs to view and use. The Office of Assessment and Accountability has generated district-specific spreadsheets with erasure analysis data to share with DACs. The erasure spreadsheet has four major tabs: 
1.	Instructions— contains important information and suggestions; 
2.	Full List—displays all schools in the district;
3.	Red or Yellow—highlights testing rooms extremely outside state erasure pattern; and 
4.	State— displays aggregate data for all testing rooms in Kentucky.
