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SUSPENSION OF QUALITYCORE® END-OF-COURSE (EOC) COMPUTER-BASED TESTS
Yesterday afternoon, DACs were notified via Special DAC E-mail of issues with administration of EOC Computer-Based Tests (CBT) in the Vantage system. 

Today, districts administering Computer-Based Tests have continued to experience slow performance and lock-outs during EOC testing. 

ACT, Inc. advises that the Vantage system is overloaded and is impacting the authentication/test upload process. The KEN network is functioning properly and activity is at or just above normal level.

The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) asks schools to suspend EOC Computer-Based testing this afternoon and tomorrow. 

OAA is working with ACT and Vantage on resolution of online issues and will develop next steps for schools and districts. We anticipate being able to share more information tomorrow afternoon. Obviously, this suspension will impact schedules. We will work with DACs to provide maximum flexibility as testing concludes this school year.
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
