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FIRST RELEASE OF 2013 K-PREP STUDENT TEST DATA
On Friday, August 2, at 9:00 a.m. ET, KDE will make available individual student data electronically via PearsonAccess. This release provides results to support work with individual students in the upcoming school year and meets reporting expectations in Kentucky legislation.

Getting Ready
To access the student data, DACs must have an established account in PearsonAccess. Returning DACs will continue to use their existing accounts. New DACs that have provided OAA their contact information should have received an automatic welcome e-mail from kyhelp@Support.pearson.com to establish their accounts. DACs with problems entering PearsonAccess must contact Pearson at the e-mail above or by phone at (888) 437-1430. Pearson staff is available Monday–Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. (ET).

If DACs wish to have school level staff access and download individual student data, DACs may set within PearsonAccess who (i.e., BACs or Principals) may use the system.  Returning DACs will need to make updates if anything has changed with address, e-mail, name, telephone number, or BAC staff.  BACs that have left the district will need to be deleted from PearsonAccess and new BACs added. At this time, the DAC does not have the capability to delete accounts for BACs that are no longer with the district, but do have the capability to lock the account.  To delete these accounts, please contact Pearson and provide the names of the BACs that are to be removed from PearsonAccess. 

Data Available
Spring 2013 K-PREP individual student results, provided August 2, include: 
1. grades 3-8 Reading, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, and On-Demand Writing; 
1. grades 3-8 Stanford 10 national percentiles for Reading, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies and Language Mechanics;
1. grades 10-11 On-Demand Writing; and
1. grades 3-8 and 9-12 Alternate Assessment Attainment Tasks.

ONLY students TESTED by the school and district will be in the files.  Scores for students participating in the alternate assessment will also be included. The data will not indicate whether a student is accountable to the school or district based on 100 days of enrollment. EOC results were available after testing.  EOC cut points for Novice, Apprentice, Proficient and Distinguished (NAPD) are still in development, but will be released later this summer.

Notifying OAA
Since the data released should include all students tested, OAA needs to be alerted if the files do not appear complete or other areas of concern are identified. For example, if a school tested 400 grade 3 students, but the file includes only 300 students, OAA staff needs to know about the discrepancy.  Please contact OAA with details at the general e-mail address kdeassessment@education.ky.gov as soon as any issue is identified.

File Formats 
Data in the PearsonAccess system are posted in school listings of all students tested. School listings contain scale scores, performance levels (NAPD) and national percentiles for the Stanford 10 norm-referenced tests. The school listings are provided in two formats 1) a PDF format that is static and, 2) an Excel format that may be sorted for different looks at the data. The school listing is organized by grade (i.e., 3, 4, 5), then by student names in alphabetical order (last name first). The district listing is organized alphabetically by the name of the school. Three screen shots from PearsonAccess are attached so you can anticipate how the system will look.



Data Sharing
Individual student data is provided for school and district use. The data are confidential and must be used in a manner consistent with the district’s confidentiality rules and the FERPA expectation that students’ privacy is protected. Districts and schools should handle the data provided August 2 like all other student level information used in the school and district during the school year. 

KDE does not provide state data or school/district summary data with the August 2 release. OAA cautions that self-generated summary reports from data files with only tested students will not match the 100-day accountability data and will not be accurate. Also, data will likely change during the data review period. Should your district generate summaries of your results, KDE strongly encourages you to place a local embargo on this self-generated data similar to the embargoed KDE issues.  KDE embargoed data is limited to school and district leadership including BACs. Embargoed data must not be discussed in public meetings or with media outlets. 

Accountability Reporting 
Accountability reporting is generated by the Office of Assessment and Accountability. The August 2 release does not reflect accountability. A data review process using SDRR will be available August 14-27. The data review allows schools and districts to double-check individual student accountability and demographics before public reporting.
