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DATA REVIEW UPDATE 
The Office of Assessment and Accountability appreciates the current data review efforts from DACs and school staff in the Student Data Review and Rosters application (SDRR). During the SDRR trainings this week, we discussed the tentative timeline for when additional data will be available for districts/schools to use in quality control.

DACs may expect by end of day Monday, August 19 the following:
1. College/Career Readiness (CCR) Spreadsheets displaying student test data used in the CCR calculation
1. Cohort graduation rate data

OAA will notify DACs, on Monday, via e-mail when CCR and Cohort graduation rate data are available. The e-mail will include how to access the data and the processes to communicate any issues or details to the appropriate KDE staff.

Student listings with test scores will be released later next week to supplement the data currently in SDRR. OAA is currently processing the accountability data system and plans to provide high-level school and district summary data based on the current results. An update on that timeline will be provided later next week. 

SDRR UPDATE
End of Course. As OAA has processed change requests regarding End of Course tests during the SDRR data review, it has become necessary to add a new choice under the Non-Participation area. OAA needed a way to identify students included on the spring roster, but NOT tested. Many of these students should have been removed from the spring roster, but were not. The new Non-Participation choice “Instruction continuing, student will take EOC in future” is abbreviated in the student listing view of SDRR as “INCO.” Although the new choice does NOT capture all descriptions for why a student did not take the EOC test, it does remind schools that KDE expects each student to take each EOC test one time for state accountability.

Students marked “INCO” will be removed from the accountability system at the close of data review and before September 12 Quality Control Day. School or district staff may need to request a change to the “INCO” code.

1. If the student should be removed from the accountability system, but for a different reason, please choose the appropriate reason in the Non-Participation drop-down menu.

1. If the student should NOT be removed from accountability, choose the “Remove Non-Participation” from the Non-Participation drop-down menu and the student will be included in accountability. 

Sandbox. As communicated in earlier DAC Monday E-mails, OAA has established a Sandbox area for SDRR. The area is loaded with “fake” data to use for training. The URL for the sandbox is https://oaa-adc.education.ky.gov/Sandbox (notice Sandbox at the end of the address). Now when users log in to the Sandbox site, they will get this pop-up splash screen:
